A. PURPOSE OF DEFINITIONS
The words and phrases that follow shall have the meanings as provided when used throughout this Zoning
By-law.

B. RULES OF INTERPRETATION

3. Any ambiguities shall be resolved by giving words and phrases their plain
meaning in the context in which the words or phrases are used.

C. DEFINITIONS
The words and phrases used in this Zoningdy shall have the following meanings:

1 ABOVE-GROUND UTIILITY: Structures for communications or other public utility
uses thaaire not underground.

1 ACCESSORY BUILDING, STRUCTURE, OR USEA building, structure, or use

that is subordinate to a principal building, structure, or use. An accessory building, structure, or use shall be
customarily incidental to, serve the purps®f, and be located on the same lot as the primary building,
structure, or use.

1 ACCESSORY RESIDENTIAL BUILDING, STRUCTURE OR USEAny building, structure or use
customarily incidental to the principal residential use, such as a private ganqget; gdayhouse; private
greenhouse; tool shed; tennis court; storage of one recreational trailer, home utility trailer, boat, and
snowmobile; or swimming pool.

1 ACCESSORY NONRESIDENTIAL BUILDING, STRUCTURE OR USEAny building, structure or
use cstomarily incidental to the principal naasidential use, such as a shed or mechanical storage building.

1 ADULT DAY CARE: Daytime services, such as skilled care and supervision, group
activities, provision of meals, transportation, trips, and light exercise, provided to elderly adults and the
physically challenged who require assistance with daily needs of living.

1 ADULT ENTERTAINMENT ESTABLISHMENTS:

1 AFFORDABLE HOUSING UNIT A dwelling unit available at a cost of no more

than 30% of gross houseld income of households at or below 80% of the Lowell SMSA median income as
reported by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development and for which the town obtains credit
with the Commonwealth as affordable housing as required under M.G.LOBh8§8202 3 i ncl usi ve
Comprehensive Permit Law”).

1 AFFORDABLE HOUSING UNIT PURCHASER OR TENANTAnN individual or

family with household incomes that do not exceed 80% of the median income, with adjustments for
household size, as reported by thateld States Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) and
consistent with M.G.L., ch. 40B, 88203 i ncl usi ve (“The Comprehensive

1 ALCOHOL AND DRUG REHABILITATION HOSPITAL: Any free-standing
building or structure used to houysatients for treatment of alcoholism, drug addiction, or both, that shall be
staffed full time by doctor(s), nurse(s), and security personnel.

1 ALTERATION: A change or modification of a building or structure, or the service
equipment thereof, thatffects safety or health and that is not classified as an ordinary repair under the
Building Code.

1 AREA, LOT: Square footage within a lot.

9 ASSISTED LIVING RESIDENCE:A residential development subject to
certification by the Executive Officef Elder Affairs under M.G.L., ch. 19D, as amended, and defined as an
entity, however organized, whether conducted for profit or not for profit, which meets all of the following
criteria:
- Provides room and board,;
- Provides assistance witltavities of daily living and personal care services
for three or more norelated residents; and
- Collects payments or third party reimbursements from or on behalf of
residents to pay for the provision of assistance.

1 AUTOMOBILE: A two-axle mobr vehicle with a ten thousand pound gross vehicle
weight maximum and a maximum one hundred tHirtg inch wheel base.

1 AUTOMOBILE REPAIR: The repair of motor vehicles, including auto body work
and paint spraying.

1 AUTOMOBILE SERVICE: The sale of gasoline or any other motor vehicle fuel and

oil and other lubricating substances including any sale of motor vehicle accessories, and which may or may
not include lubricating, washing, or otherwise servicing motor vehicles, but not ingladia body work or

paint spraying.

1 BAKERY: An establishment that primarily bakes food products such as cakes,

breads, cookies, pies, pastries, and similar goods, but not limited to traditional bakery products, exclusively
intended for offsite consumption. A bakery may not offer dritterough window service.

1 BILLBOARD: Any sign not an accessory sign, regardless of size.

1 BUFFER ZONE: A portion of land to be retained in a natural state, excluding those
areas where access is necessay must cross through the buffer zone.
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1 BUILDABLE LOT: A vacant lot on which a building can be erected under this
Zoning Bylaw, including an undersized lot that is buildable in accordance with M.G.L., ch. 40A, 8§ 6.

1 BUILDING: A structure endsed within exterior walls or firewalls, built, erected,
and framed of a combination of any materials, whether portable or fixed having a roof, which may include an
awning or similar covering, to form a structure for the shelter of persons, animalspertpr

1 BUILDING PERIMETER: A continuous line on the ground around a building that is
perpendicular to the furthest roof extension.

1 CAMPING VEHICLE: A registered selpropelled motor home or recreational
vehicle that must be towed by anothiehicle used as a mobile camping facility.

1 CANOPY: A free standing roof structure or a building extension roof structure with
one or more side walls omitted.

1 CERTIFICATE OF USE AND OCCUPANCYThe certificate issued by the

Inspector of Builthgs that permits the use of a building in accordance with the approved plans and
specifications, which certifies compliance with zoning for the use and occupancy of the building in its several
parts together with any conditions or limitations of the uska@ccupancy of such building.

1 CHANGE OF USE:An alteration by change of a use in a building heretofore
existing to a new use.

1 CHILD DAY CARE CENTER: Any facility operated on a regular basis whether

known as a day nursery, nursery school, kindergarten, child play school, progressive school, child
development center, or preschool, or known under any other name which receives children under seven years
of age or under 16 years of age if such childraretspecial needs for naesidential custody and care

during part or all of the day separated from their parents. Child day care centers shall not include any part of
a public school system; any part of a private, organized educational system unlesgitks sf such a

system are primarily limited to a kindergarten, nursery, or related preschool services; a Sunday school
conducted by a religious institution; a facility operated by a religious organization where children are cared
for during short periosl of time while persons responsible for such children are attending religious services; a
family day care home, as defined by M.G.L., ch. 28A, § 9; an informal cooperative arrangement among
neighbors or relatives; or the occasional care of children wittitbout compensation therefor.

1 COMMERCIAL VEHICLE, LIGHT: Any vehicle under 10,000 gross vehicle
weight, not including equipment for landscaping and/or construction, which is used in construction.

1 COMMERCIAL VEHICLE, HEAVY: Any vehicle over 100 gross vehicle
weight, including equipment for landscaping and/or construction, which is used in construction.

1 CONSERVATION Includes wildlife management, boating, fishing, and hunting.

T CONTRACTOR’ Sland k& B used for the stoeagf construction
equipment, materials, and supplies and for the parking of commercial vehicles.

1 DISTRICT: An area or areas of the Town designated for buildings, structuregsasaf a certain kind
that shall have uniform requirements for ealets€ or kind of building, structure, or use within the
District. There are three types of Zoning Districts in the Town:

- Main: These Zoning Districts consist of the Residential, Business, and
Industrial Districts throughout the Town.
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- Special: These Zoning Districts, located throughout Town, provide for specific uses that require
review before they are permitted; and

- Qverlay: These Zoning Districts overlay Main Districts and may limit or allow specific uses
within those Districts.

1 DRIVE-THROUGH AND DRIVE-UP ESTABLISHMENTS: A service establishment designed to
permit customers to be served while they remain in their motor vehicles.

1 DWELLING UNIT: A dwelling or portion thereof providing complete living facilities for onmiig,

including permanent provisions for living, sleeping, eating, cooking, and sanitation.
- Onefamily dwelling:

A building designed foandoccupied exclusively as a residence for one family.
- Two-family dwelling:

A building designed for and oapied exclusively as a residence for two families.

A two-family dwelling includes a duplex.
- Multi-family dwelling:

Any building containing more than two dwelling units.

1 EARTH MIGRATION: The movement of sod, loam, soil, clay, sand, peat, humus
gravel, or stone from:
- Any lot of land in the Town to another lot of land in the Town;
- Out of the Town to any lot of land in the Town;
- Any lot of land in the Town to anywhere out of the Town.

9 ELDERLY: A person who is 55 years of age or older.

1 EXTENSION: An enlargement of a building or structure by extending a side or
increasing the height. The expansion of a use.

1 FAMILY : Anindividual or two or more persons, related by blood, marriageption or guardianship, or
not more than five persons not so related, occupying a dwelling unit and living as a single
housekeeping unit.

1 FAMILY DAY CARE: Any private residence, which on a regular basis receives
other people for temporary stody and care during part or all of the day, as defined in
M.G.L., ch. 28A, § 9.

1 FAST-ORDER FOOD ESTABLISHMENT:ANn establishment whose primary

business is the sale of food for consumption on or off the premises which is (a) primarily intended

for immediate consumption rather than for use as an ingredient or component of meals;
(b)available upon a short waiting time; (c) packaged or presented in such a manner that it can be
readily eaten outside the premises where it is sold; and (d) primarily prepared in advance of a
specific order for such food. Establishments that do not provide direct table service to their
patrons shall be considered fastler food establishments.stablishments providing primarily
take-out service or delivery service shall be considereddedgr food establishments.

Establishments where the patrons order at a counter or window and carry the food order to a table

shall be considered fastderfood establishments.

1 FIRE LANE: An open space as designated by the Billerica Fire Department for the purposes of fire
protection.

1 FLOOR AREA RATIO (F.A.R.): The ratio of floor area to area of the site.

1 EOOTPRINT: The land area occupied by a building or structure at the surface of the ground.
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FORESTRY The cultivating and harvesting of forest products including firewood.
FREIGHT: Goods or merchandise transported by a carrier generally for compansatio

FRONTAGE: An uninterrupted distance measured between side lot lines that runs
along the street abutting the lot. In the case of a corner lot, frontage shall be on both of the streets
that abut the lot. The frontage on a corner lot shall baigtance between a side lot line and the
intersection of street lines or of street lines extended. In the case of a through lot, frontage shall be
on both of the streets that abut the lot. The measurement of lot frontage shall not include jogs in
street width, backup strips, and other irregularities in street line.

FRONTAGE STREET:A street, road, or way to which the owner of the lot has a legal right of access
and which provides access to the lot.

FULLY AUTOMATED BUSINESSESTABLISHMENT: A business where an employee is not
generally present when the establishment is open for business, such as an automatic bank teller,
kiosk, laundrenat, or automat.

GRADE PLANE: A reference plane representing the average aftfed ground
level adjoining the building or structure at all exterior walls. Where the finished ground level
slopes away from the exterior walls, the reference plane shall be established by the lowest points
within the area between the building and lthtdine or, where the Iot line is more than six feet
from the building, between the building and a point six feet from the building.

GOLF COURSES:A mixed use consisting of the principal uses of golf links, pro shop, and clubhouse,
and such a@ssory uses, structures, and buildings as a driving range, restaurant, and function hall.

GREENHOUSE A nonagricultural, commercial facility that includes greenhouses for growing plant
materials and a salesroom or stand for the sale of nuggeden, or farm products.

GROSS FLOOR AREA:The aggregate horizontal area in square feet of all floors of
a building or several buildings on the same lot measured from the exterior faces of walls enclosing
each building, exclusive of garages, and of cellars and basements used only for storage incidental
to the operation or maintenance of such building or buildings.

GROUP HOME: Premises for residential care in any single principal building that
provides resident care services for individuals, of whom one or more are unrelated. These
individuals must be designated as emotionally, physically, or intellectually handicapped, or in
need of adult supervision and should be provided publicly assistadesand supervision in
accordance with their individual needs. It shall not include rooming houses, boarding houses,
guest houses, hotels, inns, lodging houses, dormitories, hospitals, sanitariums, convalescent or
nursing homes, hospices, boarding lesptemporary shelter facilities, or family foster care
facilities.

HEIGHT:
See the definition in the most recent edition of the State Building Code.

HOME OCCUPATION: The practice or conduct of a profession, trade, service, occupation, or
business, other than a retail business, which is customarily incidental to and is
conducted in a dwelling unit by the residents thereof as an accessory use, not limited to offices of
an accountant, agent, architect, attorney, bookkeeper, broker, copstdianselor, dentist,
physician, registered engineer, sales representative, typist or word processor, dressmaker,
photographer, tailor, and teacher or tutor. Home occupation shall not include the operation of a
barber shop; beauty salon; commerciaitk@ or stable; or repairing or servicing of motor
vehicles, boats, or contractor’s equipment.
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1 INDOOR AMUSEMENT: Includes theatres, concert halls, dance halls, skating rinks,
swimming pools, bowling alleys, health clubs, dance studios, video arcades, and other indoor
recreation provided for or not for profit.

1 INDUSTRIAL ROAD: A road within the interior of a subdivision of industrial land created by the
Planning Boardinder the Subdivision Control Law.

1 IN-LAW APARTMENT: A dwellingunit accessory to a singfamily dwelling designed to provide
complete and separate living facilities for occupancy by a maximum of two individuals &ho ar
related to the occupant§the principal residence.

1 INSPECTOR OF BUILDINGS:The person appointed as Inspector of Buildings pursuant to the State
Building Code.

1 KIOSK: A small structure or building used as a refreshment booth, newsstand, photo
sales and service®bth, automated bank booth, and the like.

1 LIGHT MANUFACTURING: Includes uses such as a printing or publishing plant; bottling works,
fabrication angpackaging, finishing, or processing.

1 LODGE OR CLUB: Any social, athletic, or fraternal cagization that caters to
members and their guests and is not conducted primarily for profit.

1 LOT: An area of land in one ownership with definite boundaries ascertainable by

recorded deed or plan and used or set aside and available for use as the site of one or more
buildings or structures or for any other definite use.

- Corner Lot:
A lot bounded by more than one street which has an interior angle of 135 degree$oomiegddy
the tangents or straight segments of the street lines where they intersect. Both lot lines on the
intersecting streets shall be front lot lines.

- Interior Lot:
A lot that has no street frontage.

- Through Lot:
A lot bounded by two streetbat are not connected. The frontage on both streets
shall be front lot lines.

1 LOT COVERAGE: An aggregate sum of all building and structure footprints on the lot.

I LOT LINES: The boundary lines that enclose a lot and divide a lot from anlothe

or from a street or any public place.

- Frontlot line:
The boundary line located on the frontage.

- Rearlotline:
The boundary line of a lot that is opposite or approximately opposite the front lot
line. Where because of irregular lot shape, no clear determination can be made concerning the
designation of a lot line, such line shall be considered a rear lot line. In the case of a corner or
through lot, all lot lines other than the front lot liresall beside lot lines.

- Side lot line:
The boundary lines of a lot that connect front lot lines with rear lot lines. In the case of a corner or
through lot, the side lot lines run from two front lot lines and intersect.

1 MASSAGE/BODYWORK/MOVEMENT EDUCATION: Treatment and education
by massage therapists that promote health andbe@ig including but ndimited to BodyMind
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Centering; BodyOriented Psychotherapy; the Feldenkrais Method; Massage Therapy;
Neuromuscular Therapy; Oriental Badyrk Therapies including Acupressure, Shiatsu and Okazari
Restorative Massage; Polarity Therapy; Rolfing, the Tager Approach; and Muscular Therapy.

1 MIXED USE: Use of a building, structure, or land for any combination of more than one use.

T MULTIPLE TENANT ESTABLISHMENT: A nonresidential establishment with more than three
occupants or tenants.

1 MUNICIPAL: The Town of Billerica including their utility pump stations.

» NEON SIGN:A sign that utilizes neon light in its design. Nédigit is produced by applying an
electrical current to either neon or argon gas.

1 NON-CONFORMING USE, BUILDING, OR STRUCTUREA use, building, or structure that is
lawfully existing by virtue of proper permits or that geisted the adoption of zoning in the Town
of Billerica, which no longer conforms to the zoning regulations for the District in which such use,
building, or structure is located, but whichtlaé¢ time of commencement of the use or construction
of the building or structure complied with the zoning then in effect, if any.

1 NURSING HOME: An institution or distinct part of an institution which is licensed
by the Commonwealth of Massachtiseas a Longl'erm Care Facility to provide twenfpur
hour care under medical supervision to individuals who, by reason of advanced age, chronic
illness or infirmity, are unable to care for themselves.

1 OPENAIR SALES: Includes a lumber yard otheer facility where the principal use is the sale at
wholesale or retail of products and material that cannot easily be sold inside a building or
structure.

1 OUTDOOR STORAGE:Storage of inventory, equipment, or the like outside of a buildirggrocture
and left outside after business hours that is accessory to a principal use located in a building or
structure. Such storage shall not exceed 20% of total inventory, equipment, and the like located in
the principal building or structure

1 PARCEL: A distinct area of land in one ownership that may or may not be a buildable lot.

1 PARKING SPACE: An area in a building, structure, or on a lot available for parking
one motor vehicle, with free and unimpeded access to a street, road, or way over unobstructed
passageways, aisles or driveways. The unimpeded access requirement does not apply+to a single
family house lot.

1 PERMIT: An official document or certifiate issued by the authority having jurisdiction that
authorizes performance of a specified activity.

1 PERMIT GRANTING AUTHORITY: The Zoning Board of Appeals.

1 PERSON:Includes a corporation, firm, partnership, association, LLC, organization,
and any other group acting as a unit, as well as individuals. It shall also include an executor,
administrator, trustee, receiver, or other representative appointed according to law. Whenever
“person” is used in -antpesaimeta penalty ooffne, asoi s Zoni ng By
partnerships, associations and LLCs, the word shall include the partners or members thereof, and
as to corporations, shall include the officer, agent or members thereof who are responsible for any
violation of this Zonig By-law.
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PERSONAL SERVICES:Any facility that provides services, such as a barber shop,
beauty shop, tailor, dressmaker, laundry, dry cleaner, watch repair shop, or shoe repair shop.

PHILANTHROPIC: A nonprofit use that promotes social welfare.

PRIVATE AND PUBLIC DUMPING GROUND Any facility used for a sanitary landfill, a refuse
incinerator with a grate area in excess of 10 square feet, an incinerator used for disposing of
human or aimal parts irrespective of grate area, a refuse composting plant, a residual waste
storage or treatment plant, a dumping ground for refuse, or any other works for treating or
disposing of refuse, including solid or liquid waste materials, radioactaterials, garbage and
rubbish, and sludge and residual waste, but not including sewage.

PRIVATE WAY: A way which is not 1. Public as defined by Chapter 82 of the Massachusetts General
Laws, 2. dedicated for public use prior to 1846 or 3, publjprescriptive use.

PROFESSIONAL OFFICEThe office of one engaged in such generally recognized professions as
physicians, dentists, veterinarians, lawyers, engineers, architects, accountants, or interior designers.

PUBLIC: The Town, Midllesex County, Commonwealth of Massachusetts, United
States Government, or an agency thereof.

RECONSTRUCTION:The rebuilding of a building or structure in accordance with this Zoning By
law.

RECORDED: The due recording in the Middlesex North Registry of Deeds, or, as to registered land, the
due filing in the Middlesex County Land Registration Office.

RECYCLABLE MATERIALS TRANSFER CENTERA facility wherein usedmaterials, namely paper,
plastic,aluminum and tin cans, cardboard and electronics, which are commonly and purposely
separated from trash, garbage and refuse, are received, sorted and transpsitesdaffnot
including processing such materials into new preslfmr reuse or use by consumers. Such facility
shall be located at least 500 feet from any residential district boundary and within 1500 feet of a
limited access highway.

REFUSE TRANSFER STATIONA facility for the transfer of solid or liquid waste materials, including
garbage and rubbish, sludge and residual waste, but not including radioactive materials or sewage.

REPAIR SHOP:A shop for the repair of appliances, office equipment, bicycles,feawers or similar
equipment.

RESEARCH FACILITY: Facility for scientific ormedical research.

RESTAURANT: An establishment serving food and drink to patrons seated in a
dining area with service being provided to the patrons by wait staff. -Jutkerders may be
permitted as an incidental and subordinate percentage of the business. A restaurant may not
offer drivethrough or driveup window service. A bakery is not@staurant.

RETAIL STORE: Establishments that offers retail goods and services, not specifically listed in the Table
of Uses, to the general publieAmended: Art. 38, 10/03/17)

SANITARY SEWER: A public sanitary sewer of the Town.

SELFSERVICE STORAGE FACILITY: An establishment consisting of a structure or group of
structures containing individual storage spaces of varying sizes leased or rented for dead storage,
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as defined in M.G.L., ch. 105A. Truck terminals are specifiaaficluded from this definition.

1 SIGN: Any device designed to inform, direct or attract attention of persons not on the
premises on which the sign is located, provided, however, that the following shall not be included
in the application of the regations of this bylaw:

1. Flags and insignia of any government, except when displayed in connection with a commercial
promotion.

2. Legal notices, identification, informational or directional signs erected or required
by governmental bodies.

3. Integral decorative or architectural features of buildings, except letters, trademarks, moving parts
of moving lights.

1 SIGN, ACCESSORY Any sign or other advertising device which advertises, calls
attention to, or indicates the person or activitgugmying the premises on which the sign is erected
or that advertises the property or some part of it for sale or lease and which contains no other
advertising matter.

1 SIGN, LANDSCAPED A sign characteristically constructed of a mixture or display
suface, evergreen shrubbery, flowers and a structure of brick, masonry, stone and the like
building materials which are located on a lawn, garden aromstructed locus of the lot.

1 SIGN, NONACCESSORY Any hillboard or sign not an accessory sign.

1 SIGN, PROJECTING Any sign which is attached to a building and is not parallel to
any wall to which it is attached. A sign in contact with the ground is not a projecting sign.

1 SIGN, SIZE The size of a sign shall include any intermediary removalbfacguto
which it is affixed. The area of a flat twWiaced projecting or standing sign is the area of one face.
The width of a sign is its horizontal dimensions even when this is the smaller dimension.

1 SIGN, STANDING The term “standing sign” shal/l i nclude a
is erected on the land. If a sign support holds more than one sign, each such sign is considered a
separate standing sign.

1 SIGN, TRAFFIC FLOW A sign directing and guiding traffic aqhrking on private property, by
bearing no advertising matter, symbols or other characteristics of a sign as defined in this Section.

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SECTION 4 _ZONING DISTRICT BOUNDARIES

A. PURPOSE OF ZONING DISTRICT BOUNDARIES

For the purpose of this Zoning Bgw, the Zoning District boundaries are shown on the Zoning Map approved by
Town Meeting on May 15, 2003 with aubsequent amendments which is hereby incorporated into and is an
enforceablgart of this Zoning Bytaw.

B. DETERMINING ZONING DISTRICT BOUNDARIES
1. Where the zoning boundary lines are shown upon the Zoning Map as the street lines of public or private
streets or ways, the center lines of such streets or ways shall be the boundary lines.
2. Where zoning boundary lines are shown approximately on the location of existing property or lot lines and
the exact location of the zoning boundaries is not
indicaied by means of figures, distance or otherwise, the property or lot lines shall
be the zoning boundary lines.
3. Where the zoning boundary lines are shown upon the Zoning Map outside of street lines and approximately
parallel thereto, they shall be considd to be parallel to such street lines. Figures placed upon the Zoning Map
between the zoning boundary lines and the street lines indicate measurements at right angles to the street unless
otherwise specified.
4. In cases not covered by the provisiohparagraphs 1. 2., and 3. immediately preceding, the location of
zoning boundary lines shall be determined by the distances in feet when given upon the Zoning Map, based on
the scale of the Zoning Map.
5. Town officials, Town boards, and the public sdatermine the boundaries of the Flood Plain District based
solely on the locations described below on the listed reference maps, in the custody of the Town Engineer and
Board of Health:
a. Green Maps Any land showing flood plain limits on the 1973 Town of Billerica, Massachusetts, Flood
Plain Index Maps and the 147 contour maps at 100 scale prepared by Green Engineering Affiliates, Inc.
[ hereinafter “Green Maps”];
b. Concord River Adjustmeniny land shown on the Green Maps along the Concord River, after an
adjustment of three feet below the flood contour as delineated, which shall be considered within the 100
year flood level.
c. Shawsheen River Adjustmenfny land shown on the Green Mapsrgjadhe Shawsheen River, after an
adjustment of one foot below the flood contour as delineated, which shall be considered within the 100 year
flood level.
d. Federal MapsAny land shown on the Flood Insurance Rate Map (FIRM), community panel number
2501830001, with an effective date of August 5, 1985, prepared by the U.S. Department of Housing and
Urban Development Federal Insurance Administration. This map shall be used to meet the requirements of
the National Flood Insurance Program. In all casegetieeence map that delineates the highest flood
elevation shall supersede all others. Nothing in this section shall prohibit the Conservation Commission,
the Board of Health, or both, from making rRponing determinations of the flood plain in order &fprm
its required duties.
6. When a lot in one ownership is situated partly in the Town of Billerica and partly in an adjacent town or city,
the provisions, regulations, and restrictions of this ZonindaByshall be applied to that portion of the tloat
lies in the Town of Billerica in the same manner as if the entire lot were situated therein.
7. When a lot in one ownership is situated partly in one Zoning District and partly in another Zoning District,
the provisions, regulations, and restrictiémsthe most restrictive Zoning District shall apply to the entire lot,
unless all construction and use of the lot takes place within the least restrictive Zoning District, in which case
the least restrictive provisions, regulations, and restrictiont aghyally.
8. Whenever the exact location of a zoning boundary line cannot be precisely determined under the provisions
stated above, the identification and location of such boundary line shall be determined by the Planning Board
and submitted for Town Mé¢ieg approval, subject to any amendments Town Meeting may desire. Until Town
Meeting votes, the provisions of the most restrictive Zoning District located on the lot in question shall apply.
The zoning districts listed under each of the three categoriemhe list of Main Districts under Section 3 of
this Zoning Bylaw shall start with (1) as the most restrictive zoning district and ascend in numbered order to
the least restrictive.
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SECTION 5 REGULATION OF USES, BUILDINGS, AND STRUCTURES

A. PURPOSE
This section of the Zoning Bkaw regulates the use of land, buildings, and structures, including reconstruction,
extensions, and alterations thereto, within each zoning district.

The narrative must also list any association with one or
more historic persons or events and any cultural, political or economic history of the site
to the town, Commonwealth of Massachusetts, or the Untied StaAesarica.

h. Evidence the proposed project is consistent with applicable standards of the National
Park Service, the Secretary of the Interior, the Secretary of the Commonwealth,
Masschusetts Historical Commission, and the Billerica Historic Districts Commission.

i. Any and all other information that the Planning Board may reasonably require in a form
acceptable to it to assist in determining wl
plan meets the objectives of this Section.

3. Fees The following fees apply:
a.  Technical review fee. The applicant shall pay a technical review fee pursuant to M.G.L.
Chapter 44, Section 53G and the rules of the Plannoagd
b. Administrative Fee. The applicant shall pay an administrative fee pursuant to the rules of
the Planning Board.

4. Waiver. The Planning Board may waive the submission of technical information or documents

otherwise required hereunder whehe applicant demonstrates that, due to the simplicity of the proposal,

section. All such waivers shall be approved by the Planning board priorlicegipp submittal.

5. E.7 (7) Reviewby Other Boards. Whenever an application for a special permit for a project in the MCROD is
filed with the Planning Board, the applicant shall also file, within five (5) working days of the filing of the complete
apgication, copies of the application, accompanying site plan, and other documentation to: the Town Manager,
Board of Selectmen, Board of Health, Conservation Commission, Building Inspector, Superintendent of Public
Works, Billerica Historic Districts Commsson, Police Chief, Fire Chief, and the Town Engineer for their
consideration, review, and report. The applicant shall furnish the copies necessary to fulfill this requirement.
Reports from other boards and officials shall be submitted to the Plannémd Bpthe date of the public hearing,

but in any case within thirtfive (35) days of receipt of the reviewing party of all of the required materials; failure

of these reviewing parties to make recommendations following receipt of required materidie slealmed a lack

of opposition thereto. In the event that the public hearing by the Planning Board is held prior to the expiration of the
35-day period, the Planning Board shall continue the public hearing to permit the formal submission of reports and
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recommendations within that 3y period. The Decision/Findings of the Planning Board shall contain a written
explanation of any departures from the recommendations of any reviewing party.

5. E.7 (8)Standards. In order to be eligible for consideratmmef special permit pursuant to this Section, the
proposed development shall meet all of the following standards:

1. Buffer. A buffer area of twentyive (25) feet shall be provided at the perimeter of the property where
it abuts residentially zoned occupied properties, except for driveways necessary for access and
egress to and from the site, however, existing structures and parking areas shall not be made more non
conforming, except for ADA compliance.

2. Removal and replacentesf vegetationWithin the site, no clear cutting shall be permitted, except as
authorized by special permit and incidental to construction of building, roads, trails and parking areas.
The Planning Board may require suitable landscaping or placemeagetiation.

3. Roadways.The principal roadway(s) within the site shall be adequate for the intended use and vehicular
traffic and shall be maintained by an association of unit owners, the Applicant, or other entity that
owns or manages the development.

4. Number of Parking Space¥he applicant shall provide adequate parking to serve all anticipated uses
on the property, with information detailing the method of computation of parking spaces. The
minimum number of parking spaces shall be computed dsengequirements of Section 8 of this
Bylaw or other applicable provisions herein. In the case of a ruzedroject, requirements for each
use shall be added, unless the Planning Board determines that a smaller number is adequate. Given the
proximity of the MCROD to the North Billerica Commuter Rail Station, the Planning Board may
reduce the otherwise required number of parking spaces where the applicant demonstrates that an
adequate number of spaces will be provided or can be secured offsite bpbézagteement. Any
decrease in the number of parking spaces shall not create undue congestion, a traffic hazard, or a
substantial detriment to the neighborhood.

5. Commercial VehiclesCommercial vehicles owned or operated by owners or tenants ofGiROD,
or their agents, employees, licensees, suppliers or invitees shall be parked within a suitably screened or
designated area, except for delivery or service vehicles in the active service of receiving and delivering
goods or services.

6. Parking Areas.All parking areas shall be screened from view from adjacent residentially zoned or
occupied premises located outside the site, including public ways, by a landscaped border at least ten
(10) feet in width. Parking lots shall be located to the rear oradidk buildings and shall not be
located in front setbacks or in buffer areas, except that the Planning Board may waive these provisions
for existing parking lots and/or existing buildings. Parking lot layouts shall be planned to include
landscaping, bdiérs, or screening to prevent direct views of parked vehicles from adjacent streets. The
use of traditional picket fencing, hedges, walls, or landscape berms to define parking areas is
encouraged.

7. Pedestrian AccommodationB.edestrian access is to be taken into consideration in site and parking lot
design. Separate pedestrian walkways and crosswalks are required at appropriate. [deatimesl
paving or grade separated (elevated) walkways are desired on all pedestrian access ways. The use of
stone, brick or cultured stone pavers for entrance walkway borders is encouraged. The Planning Board
may require paths which shall be attradivgesigned with proper regard for convenience, separation
of vehicular, bicycle and pedestrian traffic, adequate connectivity, completeness of access to the
various amenities and facilities on the site and to pathways or sidewalks located adjacesitdo the
All sidewalk curbing shall be vertical granite.

8. Loading. Loading areas may be required by the Planning Board where deemed necessary for the
efficient operation of the project. Loading areas must be at least 20 x 9 feet, and have a minimum
overheadtlearance of 10 feet. Screening and landscaping shall be provided to block all view of
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loading areas (except those specifically designated for emergency vehicles) from the pukdie right
way and adjacent properties.

9. Stormwater Managemenf he stormwatemanagement system shall be designed in accordance with
the Regulations of the Planning Board and the Town of Billerica, and shall meet all federal and state
stormwater regulations.

10. Utilities. All electric, gas, telecommunications, and water distribuiives shall be placed
underground except upon a demonstration of exceptional circumstances.

11. Emergency SystemsThe project shall have an integrated emergency call, and/or telephone and/or
other communications system for its resident and/or other tenants. There shall be sufficient site access
fro public safety vehicles. A plan shall be approved by the Billerica Fire Department for the
emergency evacuation of the residents with emphasis on ensuring the safety of residents with physical
impairments.

12. Lighting. llluminated signs, parking lot lighting, buillj floodlighting, or other exterior lighting shall
be so designed and arranged that the collective result does not create so much light overspill onto
adjacent premises that it casts observable shadows, and so that it does not create glare from unshielded
light sources. All lighting must comply with Section 9(J) of the Zoning Bylaws of the Town of
Billerica.

1. E.7. (9)Number of Dwelling Units. The maximum number of dwelling units shall be established by the
Planning Board after reviewing the followingteria:

Existing structures;

Trip generation, traffic safety and internal site traffic

2. Purpose: T@rovide for the placement of Marijuana Establishments, in accordance with
Chapter 334 of the Acts of 2016, The Regulatioth &axation of Marijuana Act, as
amended by Chapter 55 of t he Aandregulatdns 2017,
promulgated thereunder, in locations suitable for lawful adult use marijuana facilities and
to minimize adverse impacts of Marijuana E$isibments on adjacent properties,
residential neighborhoods, historic districts, schools, playgrounds and other locations
where minors congregate by regulating the siting, design, placement, security, and
removal of Marijuana Establishments.

(4) A description of the security measures, including employee security
policies, approved by the CCC for the Marijuana Establishment.

(5) A copy of the emergency procedures approved by the CCC for the
Marijuana Establishment.
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(6) A copy of the policies and procedasrfor the transfer, acquisition, or
sale of marijuana between Marijuana Establishments approved by the
CCC.

(7) A copy of proposed waste disposal procedures.

(8) A description of any waivers from applicable regulation issued by the
CCC for the Marijuana Establistent.

b. The Planning Board shall refer copies of the application to the Building
Department, Fire Department, Police Department, Board of Health,
Conservation Commission, and the Engineering Division of the Department of
Public works. Thee boards/departments shall review the application and shall
submit thé& written recommendations. Failure to make recommendations
within 35 days of referral of the application shall be deemed lack of opposition.

c. After notice and public hearing and consideration of application materials,
consultant reviews, public comments, and the recommendatidosheir town
boards and departments, the Planning Board may act upon such a permit.

6. Special Permi€Conditions on Marijuana Establishmenighe Plaming Board shall
impose conditions reasonalalppropriate to improve site design, traffic flow, public
safety, protect water quality, air quality and significant environmental resources, preserve
the character of the surrounding area and otherwise serve the purpose of this section. In
additontoay s peci fic conditions applicable to t
the Planning Board shall include the following conditions in any special permit granted
under this ByLaw;

a. The permit holder shall file a copy of any Deficier&tatement issukto it
pursuant to 935 CMR 500 with the Building Commissioner, Police Chief,
and the Planning Board within 24ure of issuance.

b. The Permit holder shall file a copy of any summary cease and desist order,
guarantine order, summary pesision order, order limiting sales, notice
of a hearing, or decision issued by the CCC or court of competent
jurisdiction, as applicable, regarding the Marijuana Hsthiment with the
Building Commissioner, Police Chiednd Planning Bard within 48
hours of receipt by the Marijuana Establishment.

c. The permit holder shall provide to the Building Commissioner and Police
Chief, the name, telephone number and electronic mail address of a
contact person in the event that such person needs to be contacted after
regular business hours to address an urgent issue. Such contact
information shall be kept updated by the permit holder.

d. The special permit shall lapse within five (®ays of its issuance. If the
permit holder wishes to renew the special permit, an application to renew
the special permit must be submitted at least 120 days prior to the
expiration of the special permit.

e. The special permghall be limited to theurrent applicant and shall lapse if
the permit holder ceases operating the Marijuana Establishment.
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f. The special permit shall lapse upon the expiration or termination of the
applicant’s |Iicense issued by the CCC.
g. The permit holder shall notify the BuildjfCommissioner, Police Chief and
Planning Board in writing within 48 hours of the cessation of operation of the
Marijuana Establishment or the expidatior termination of the permit
hol der’s | icense issued by the CCC.

7. Prohibition Against NuisanceBto usesshall be allowed in the AUMOD
which creates a nuisance to abutters or to the surrounding area, ;or which
creates any hazard, including but not limited to, fire, explosion, fumes, gas,
smoke, odors, obnoxious dust, vapors, offensive noise or vibrdashes,
glare, objectionable effluent or electrical interference, which may impair the
normal use and peaceful enjoyment of any property structure or dwelling in
the area.

8. Prohibition against Consumption: No marijuana shall be burned, smoked,
eaten, or therwise consumed or ingested on the premises, driveways, or
parking areas of a Marijuana Establishment.

9. Prohibition against Delivery: No Marijuana Establishment shall deliver
marijuana or marijuana products to consumersié.

10.Building: All aspectof a Marijuana Establishment relative to the cultivation,
possession, processing, sales, distribution, dispensing or administration of
marijuana, marijuana products, or related supplies must take place at a fixed
location within a fully enclosed buildingroducts must not be visible from
the exterior of the building, and no drive through service is permitted. A
Marijuana Establishment shall not be located in a trailer, storage freight,
mobile structure, container, motor vehicle or other similar movatd®sure.

11.Marijuana Establishments may be located in buildings with other uses,
including other types of Marijuana Establishments, only if the Marijuana
Establishment is separated by full walls from the other use. No outside
storage of marijuana, marijoa products, or related supplies is permitted.

12.Emergency Response Plan: All Marijuana Establishments shall meet with the
Billerica Fire Department and the Billerica Police Department to discuss and
identify emergency plans/contingency plans for thesite to the issuance
of a certificate of occupancy. This plan shall also include how the Billerica
Police will access the Close Circuit Television. A written Emergency
Response Plan shall be filed with the Billerica Fire Department and the
Billerica Poice Department pursuant to M.G.L.c.9432.

13.0Odor Control: The Marijuana Establishment shall provide an odor control
plan that provides for proper and adequate ventilation at such facilities in such
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a manner so as to prevent pesticides, insecticideher chemicals used in

the cultivation or processing of marijuana or marijuana related products from
being dispersed or released outside the facilities. All resulting odors, smoke,
vapor, fumes, gases and particulate matter from marijuana or its proaassing
cultivation shall be effectively confined to the premises or so disposed of so as
to avoid any air pollution. No odor from Marijuana Establishments may be
noxious or cause a public nuisance.

14.Severability: The provisions of this Byaw are severablelf any provision,
paragraph, sentence, or clause of thidBw or the application thereof to any
person, establishment, or circumstances shall be held invalid, such invalidity
shall not affect the other provisions or application of this Bw.

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5.E.10 PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT DISTRICT

1.

Statement of Purpose and Authority

The purpose of this Section is to encourage the construction of Planned Unit Developments (PUDSs) in
designated Districts withithe Town. Planned Unit Developments shall:

a. Permit a mix of land uses, densities and building types in one development.

b. Facilitate high quality, integrated planning of lasggale developments
beneficial to the Town and constructed in a manner whiclgigyhresponsive
to specific sites and their surroundings.

c. Require more rigorous development standards than those found in other
zoning districts.

15. Definitions:

a. FLOOR AREA RATIO (OR "FAR") :In a PUD, the ratio of total gross
building floor area in a PUIb the area of the development parcel. Gross
floor area shall be measured from outside wall surfaces and shall include
ground floor areas of interior atriums and lobbies, and mechanical and utility
space on habitable floors; but shall exclude rooftop sjteonies, elevator
pits, or norhabitable areas enclosed by ornamental roofs. Structured parking
shall not be counted in the determination of Floor Area Ratio. Areas classified
as wetlands in MGL, Chapter 131, Section 40, as amended, may not exceed
10%of the development parcel area used to compute FAR.

b. INDEPENDENT/CONGREGATE LIVING COMMUNITY (OR
A | CL Gdakility providing housing accommodations and personal services
to residents aged fiftfive (55) or older, which may include health care
servicesat one location. ICLCs offer an environment and services necessary
for residents to age in place. These facilities generally provide or make
available some combination of the following: 1) independent living units; 2)
emergency assistance; 3) tweiyr (24) hour staffing; 4) meals, usually in a
designated or community dining area or restaurant; 5) laundry services; 6)
recreational and social activities supporting the mental and physical well
being of residents; 7) transportation services; and 8) \&@HoCeSSOry
products and services which may be appropriately offered to residents of the
facility.

16. Overlay Districts

Planned Unit Development Districts shall take the form of overlay districts covering all or part of
Industrial and General and Neighbodu Business Districts and designated portions of
Residential Districts on the Billerica Zoning Map. For any land within a PUD District, a
Developer may choose to conform either to the zoning regulations which govern the underlying
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district or to the PUD werlay regulations and procedures set forth by this Section, whose specific
provisions shall supersede all other provisions in the Zoning Bylaw with respect to the underlying
district including, without limitation, use, intensity, dimensions, parking &edtan review;

however, the provisions of any other overlay district shall continue to apply.

Planned Unit Development Districts are overlaid on three zoning districts: Industrial, Business and
Residential Zones. Section 5 controls development in tléday utilizing the following terms:

PUD-G for Planned Unit Development General Distiidt or PUD’' s overl aid in th
general and neighborhood business zones,-RUér Planned Unit Development District
Residential overlaid in industrialamde si denti al zones. Any reference
generally denotes the requirements and control s
Residential and Industrial zones.

4. Special Permit for Planned UnitDevelopment

The Planning Board, ake Special Permit Granting Authority, shall have authority to grant a
Speci al Permit to construct a Planned Unit Deve
members of the seven member Planning Board. The Board shall evaluate proposed PUD projects
andrequire all such projects to conform to the Planned Unit Development requirements, standards
and guidelines set forth as to a PYUG in the Industrial and General and Neighborhood Business
Districts and as set forth as to a Pt®to ensure that the bensfio the Town of a proposed

project outweigh any adverse impacts before granting a Special Permit. The Planning Board shall
adopt and from time to time may amend regulations for the review of PUD Developments as
provided in Massachusetts General Law, GaapOA, Section 9. The Board shall interpret all
provisions of this PUD Bylaw and all definitions and regulations pertinent thereto and shall

provide such interpretations upon request by an applicant for a Special Permit to construct a PUD.

5. Overview of Special Permit Process

A Developer choosing to construct a Planned Unit Development in a PUD District shall apply for
a Special Permit with the Planning Board. The Special Permit process shall include:

a. PreApplication Conference (Optional)
b. PreliminaryPUD Plan Review
C. Final PUD Plan Review

6. Pre-Application Conference

A Developer desiring to obtain a Special Permit to construct a Planned Unit Development may
request a Prdpplication Conference with the Planning Board prior to submitting an applicati
for the Special Permit.

The purpose ofthe Pleppl i cati on Conference shal/l be to dis
and the Board's requirements with respect to th
preliminary meeting is desirable sin¢should help to clarify many procedural and policy issues.

At the PreApplication Conference, the Planning Board shall discuss with the Developer the

process for obtaining a Special Permit to construct a PUD and explain to him/her issues and

scopes oftsidies that should be considered in planning the project, including specific submission

items, such as appropriate vantage points for visual analysis and extent of the traffic study area.

The Board shall review existing studies pertinent to the developamerthe status of other

approved PUDs which should be considered in the
discuss his/her development concept and range of options concerning development. Any statement

at the PreApplication Conference made by eittibe Board or the Developer concerning potential
disposition of a Special Permit application or the final form of the development shall not be
legally binding.

The Developer shall not be required to present any written, quantitative, or graphic matéhials
Pre-Application Conference. The Board shall make available to the Developer at this time any
forms required for application for a Special Permit to construct a PUD.

Special Permit Application

A Developer who wishes to apply for a Special Peteitonstruct a PUD shall submit to the

Board an application including a Preliminary PUD Plan submission for the entire proposed
project. If the Developer of the PUD comprises more than one entity, all participating entities shall
be signatories to the Sgial Permit application. Two copies of the Preliminary PUD Plan shall
remain available to the public during the application process and shall be located in the Town
Clerk's Office and Billerica Public Library.

Preliminary Plan Submission

The Prelimirary PUD Plan shall include a complete set of written, quantitative, and graphic
materials in the appropriate number according to the PUD Plan Submission Regulations adopted
by the Planning Board and amended by it from time to time in accordance with Rzt

General Law, Chapter 40A, Section 9.

Town Review

Between the date a Developer submits a complete application for a Special Permit to construct a
PUD and the date of the first Public Hearing, the Planning Board may distribute the Preliminary
PUD Plan for review to Town Departments, elected and appointed Town Boards, and such
professional planning, architecture, and engineering consultants as the Board deems appropriate
and whose fees are paid for by the developer. All comments on the PrgfildlnB Plan shall be
submitted in writing to the Board before the scheduled date of the first Public Hearing. All written
comments shall be made a part of the public record on the application for a Special Permit and
shall remain a public record.

Public Hearing

Within 65 days of the date of receipt of a complete application for a Special Permit to construct a
PUD, the Planning Board shall hold a Public Hearing. The purpose of the Public Hearing shall be
to solicit public comments concerning the pragb®UD application.

Action on Preliminary Plan

Within 21 days after the opening of said Public Hearing, the Planning Board shall make a
determination concerning the Preliminary PUD Plan. The developer shall submit a final PUD
Plan, as specified inigSection.

Public Improvements Compensation

When reviewing a Developer’s Preliminary PUD

proposed PUD to determine what if any extraordinary public improvements are necessary to

accommodate or service theopect. The Developer shall be required by the Board to provide such

needed improvements at no cost to the Town, or alternatively, to offset the expense of such

Submission of Final Plan

The Final PUD Plan shall be a definitive plan of development with design sufficiently developed

to provide the basis for the Planning Board’s
standards, and guidelines of this PUD Bylaw, and shall include a censeleof written,

guantitative, and graphic materials in the appropriate number according to the PUD Plan
Submission Regulations adopted by the Board and amended by it from time to time in accordance
with Massachusetts General Law, Chapter 40A, Sectidh®Final PUD Plan shall be consistent

with the Preliminary PUD Plan except for changes by amendment or in accordance with

comments of the Board on the Preliminary PUD Plan and shall satisfy all such comments. Two
copies of the Final PUD Plan shall remairailable to the public during the application process

and shall be | ocated in the Town Clerk’s Offi

Additions or Amendments to the Preliminary Plan

Additions or amendments to the Preliminary PUD Plan at thiesthall be deemed either major

or minor by the Planning Board according to Sections 5.E.9. Minor additions or amendments shall
be authorized by written approval of the Board. Major additions or amendments shall be
considered as original items to the apation and be subject to the procedures specifidisn

section. The Board shall decide whether proposed changes are major or minor.

Decision on Final Plan

The Planning Board shall consider issuance of a Special Permit to construct a PUD in accordance
with the Final PUD Plan. Approval of the Special Permit shall be granted upon determination by
the Board that the Final PUD Plan conforms with and meets tHieagp requirements,

standards, and guidelines set forth in Sections 5.E.9. The Board may grant the Special Permit with
conditions, and the conditions shall be agreed to in writing by the Developer before the Special
Permit is granted. If not grantingSpecial Permit to construct a PUD, the Board shall make its

final decision in writing and shall specify its reasons for denial. If the Board makes no decision
after the close of the Public Hearing, then the Final PUD Plan shall be considered approved and
the Special Permit to construct a PUD shall be deemed granted.

Amendments to Final Plan

After approval of the Special Permit by the Board, the Developer may seek amendments to the
Final PUD Plan. Amendments to the Final PUD Plan shall be considajed an minor. Minor
amendments as specified in this Section shall be authorized by written approval of the Board.
Major amendments, as specified in this Section shall be grounds for reconsideration of the Special
Permit to construct a PUD and shall beieaxed subject to procedures specified above, as
applicable. Denial of a proposed major amendment shall not invalidate the Special Permit to
construct a PUD in conformance with the previously approved Final PUD Plan.

Minor Amendments

Minor Amendmentsre changes which do not substantially alter the concept of the approved PUD
in terms of floor area ratio, use, height, provision of open space, or the physical relationship of
elements of the development. Minor amendments shall include, but not be tionited

following: small changes in floor area, mix of uses, site coverage, height, setbacks, or open space;
small changes in the location of buildings, open space, or parking; or small changes in the
alignment of minor streets esite.

Major Amend ments

Major Amendments represent substantial deviations from the PUD concept approved by the
Planning Board. Major amendments shall include but not be limited to the following: large
changes in floor area, mix of uses, site coverage, height, setbaokgmospace; large changes in
the location of buildings, open space, or parking; or large changes in the circulation system,
including the number and location of access ways.

Development Schedule

The Developer shall begin construction of the Piihin 24 months of the date of the granting of
the Special Permit (or, if applicable, following appeal as provided in Massachusetts General Law,
Chapter 40A, Section 9) in reasonable conformance with the development schedule submitted
with the Final PUD Rin. The Planning Board shall grant in writing an extension of this time

period of up to an additional 24 months upon determination of good cause. If the Developer fails
to commence construction of the PUD within 24 months plus any approved extensial therio
Special Permit shall lapse.

Phased Development

If a phased development is proposed by the Developer, the Final PUD Plan shall contain all
required written, quantitative, and graphic information necessary to evaluate the proposed PUD as
a wholeand to serve as a basis for granting the Special Permit, plus a final Development Schedule
for the completion of the PUD indicating the proposed dates and scope of work to be
accomplished in each phase. Site improvements may be phased only in confatimiitye w

phasing schedule included in the approved Final PUD Plan, and only to the extent that all
requirements, standards, and guidelines of this PUD Bylaw are met in each phase. The initial
phase shall include at a minimum the site improvements necdssane or more buildings and
may, at the Developer’'s option, include one
Deviations from the Final PUD Plan in any phase shall be designated a major or minor
amendment to the Final PUD Plan by the Planning Board and treated as such.

If the PUD is to be developed in phases, the Developer shall begin the construction of each phase
in accordance with the approved Phasing Schedule; however, the Planning Board shall grant
additional extensions in the timing of phases for up to 24 montisasaminor amendments to the

Final PUD Plan, upon the determination of a reasonable cause. If the Developer fails to commence
construction of a PUD phase within the specified time limit for that phase, including any approved
extension period, said failushall be deemed a major amendment to the Final PUD Plan, and the
phase at issue and all subsequent phases which depend upon said phasednsthaition and
operation in conformance with the Final PUD Plan must fppoved in accordance withis

section

Conformity with PUD Plan and Special Permit

The Planning Board shall include as a condition to all Special Permits granted for construction of
PUDs that no construction of a PUD or any phase thereof may be authorized until the Board has

reviewed and approved a Design Submission for work to be done, such submission to include
architectural, site, and landscape design documents, sufficiently developed to permit review of
conformance to the Final PUD Plan and Special Permit conditionsgancasce with the PUD

Plan Submission Regulations of the Board.

If deemed necessary by the Planning Board, a Public Hearing may be held for review of any
Design Submission. Design Submissions shall be reviewed by the Board solely for conformity
with the Rnal PUD Plan, with Special Permit conditions, and, only to the extent not already
reviewed and approved, with the requirements, standards, and guidelines applicable to the
construction of the phase in question. If the Board makes no decision upon a 8.gsigission

within 90 days of receipt of all required materials, said Special Permit condition shall be deemed
to be satisfied regarding said PUD or phase thereof.

The Planning Board shall adopt regulations requiring one or more of the following in anaodnt
duration sufficient to guarantee that all commitments in the approved PUD Plan to provide public
improvements or to take other actions are properly completed: performance bonds, deposit of
money or negotiable securities with the Town, or a satigfaeigreement with a lending

institution to retain funds pending completion of such improvements or actions. If a PUD Plan is
being developed in phases such guarantees may be provided in the discretion of the Board in
increments relative to the phases baiegeloped.

Upon satisfaction of all applicable Special Permit conditions, the Planning Board shall issue a
certificate of compliance for one or more PUD phases. No certificate of occupancy shall be issued
for a given PUD phase until a certificate of corapte has been issued.

Use and Dimensional Requirements at PUD

The following paragraphs shall serve as the basic Use and Dimension Requirements to which all
PUD projects shall adhere within each PUD overlay district and shall be used by the Planning
Board to evaluate any proposed project.

a. PUD Parcel Size and Eligibility

The minimum size of a PUD development parcel shall be 60,000 square
feet.

A development parcel may consist of land in more than one ownership, provided that all
lots comprised byhe parcel lie entirely within the PUD overlay district and are
contiguous. Lots separated by a minor street or-offway may be considered

contiguous for this purpose.

Proposed developments may include-gxésting buildings provided that all PUD
requrements are satisfied by each new or existing building and for the PUD as a whole.
More than one principal building may be located on a lot.

b. PUD Permitted Uses

Planned Unit Developments in an Industrial or General of Neighborhood Business
District maycontain two or more of the following uses subject to the findings of the
Planning Board as to net benefit and adverse impacts of the proposed PUD:

(1) Office use

(2) Research and Development uses

3) Hotel
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4) Restaurant (with no drivehru service), placef assembly,
and recreational use

(5) Retail

(6) Financial institution

@) Consumer service, ancillary to a permitted primary use

(8) Parking (including structured parking) to accommodate the
above

9 Light Manufactuing;
(20) Residential uses within 200 feet of Residence Districts
(12) Open space.

All other uses are excluded from a Planned Unit Development.

PUD Intensity of Use

The permitted intensity of use in a PUD development shall be expressed as the ratio of

total gross building floor area to the area of the development parcel (Floor Area Ratio or
“FAR” ) . Gross floor area shall be measured f
ground floor areas of interior atriums and lobbies, and mechanical ang spgite on

habitable floors; but shall exclude rooftop space, balconies, elevator pits,-balbitable

areas enclosed by ornamental roofs. Structured parking shall not be counted in the

determination of Floor Area Ratio. Areas classified as wetlandsass&thusetts General

Law, Chapter 131, Section 40, as amended, may not exceed 10% of the development

parcel area used to compute FAR. The basic allowable FAR for PUD developments is

0.50 for small PUDs and 0.55 for large PUDs.

PUD Discretionary Intendty and Height Determination

The Planning Board may approve additional FAR above the basic ratio for PUDs and
additional height above the basic limit if it finds that the net benefits to the Town are
thereby increased. The Planning Board may in noicasease the permitted Floor Area
Ratio beyond 0.65 for small PUDs and 0.70 for large PUDs nor may it increase permitted
height beyond the maximum limitations of this Section.

Criteria for Determining Increased Development Intensityand Height
in a PUD District

The basic allowable intensity of use may be increased in a PUD if the Planning Board
finds that provision of one or more of the following public improvements or amenities
provide substantial public benefits. The additional building area pethstiould be
commensurate with the quality and value to the Town of one or more of the following
improvements and amenities:

(1) Significant improvement of the environmental condition of a site
(2)  Provision of or contribution to offite public facility
improvenents which enhance the general condition of the district
and surrounding areas
3) Dedication of open space or recreational facilities for use by the
general public
(4) Provision of open space beyond 15% of the parcel area, or of
outdoor recreational facilitiesfo use by a PUD proj e
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or by the general public, and of sufficient size and quality to offset
fully any adverse aesthetic effects of proposed parking garages

(5) Work with other owners and tenants of a PUD overlay district to
develop and achievestrict wide and adjacent neighborhood
improvement goals

(6) Provision of public art, distinctive and appropriate design, or other
amenities that a Developer may propose which will provide unique
advantages to the general public or contribute to achieving-Town
wide improvement goals

(7) Provision of low or moderate income or elderly housing within the
PUD in conformance with this PUD Bylaw and/or off site in a
manner acceptable to the Billerica Housing Partnership.

PUD Dimensional Requirements

Each PUDdevelopment shall be governed by the dimensional requirements of this
Section. These requirements apply only to the development parcel as a whole, not to
individual lots within the PUD.

The basic maximum height within a PUD shall be the lesser of 54rfége stories.
Height shall be measured in the manner defined by this Bylaw.

The maximum height of residential structures within a PUD shall not exceed 40 feet or
three stories. If 10 percent of such units are restricted for low or moderate income or
elderly housing, the maximum height of all proposed residential structures shall not
exceed 50 feet or four stories.

PUD Setbacks and Buffers

All non-residential buildings shall be located at least 50 feet from the boundary of the
PUD parcel. Allnonresidential buildings shall be located at least 150 feet from
residential structures in existence at the time of Preliminary PUD Plan submission.

All residential buildings within a PUD shall be at least 30 feet from the parcel boundary
but no furthetthan 200 feet from a Residential District. There shall be a landscaped
and/or naturally vegetated buffer at least 50 feet wide where the development parcel
abuts residential properties. Alternatively, where residential uses occur in the PUD, a
landscapedrad/or naturally vegetated buffer at least 30 feet wide shall be provided.

Along major arterial streets buildings shall be set back at least 75 feet (or the height of

the building if greater than 75 feet), and a landscaped and/or naturally vegetatedtbuffer
least 50 feet wide shall be provided along such major streets, except where site entrances
occur.

No buffer may contain parking or paved surfaces except for pedestrian paths and site
entrances. Between 9 00 a.m. and 3 00 p.m. (EST) from February2iotmer 21, no
building may cast a shadow on any residential structure in existence at the time of
Preliminary PUD Plan submission.

A PUD shall set aside at least 15% of its total parcel area as required open space;
additional open space will be considérin proposed development intensities in excess of
the basic permitted FAR and height.

Required Open Space shall have a minimum dimension of 20 feet (which may include the
dimension across a water body) and shall be open to tenants and customergevithin t
PUD; access by the general public is desirable and will be considered in proposals for
additional development intensity and height.

A PUD which includes residential use shall delineate the area of residential use and shall
set aside at least 25% of thiee within this area as open space available to and usable by
the occupants of the residential units.

Required Open Space may include:

(2) Wetlands and water bodies, including the normal water surface
area of detention or retention ponds up to 50% of tipeired
open space area

(2) Vegetated/landscaped area, including buffers
3) Pedestrian paths, sidewalks, and covered walkways
(4) Public plazas and hard surfaced recreation areas.

Environmental Standards and General Development Guidelines

In addition toconforming to the Use and Dimensional Requirements governing all PUD Overlay
Districts, approval of a Special Permit to construct a PUD shall be granted also upon
determination by the Planning Board that a proposed PUD satisfies the findings in this; $®ctio
any disapproval of a PUD, the Board shall state in writing the specific reasons for its
determination that the proposed PUD does not satisfy one or more of the findings. Mitigation
measures proposed by the Developer, at no cost to the Town, sbalididered. Mitigation

measures may include, among other options the advancement or contribution to long term capital
improvement projects.

a. Environmental Standards

A PUD shall conform in each phase to all applicable federal, state, and local laws and
regulations (including all such regulations established by the U.S. Environmental Protection
Agency and the Massachusetts Department of Environmental Protection) regarding the
environment such as those concerning noise, air quality, wetlands, water quodlity, a
protection from flooding.

b. Transportation, Site Circulation and Parking

No vehicular access (except for emergency vehicles and structured parking access) shall be
allowed between the portion of a PUD used for-nesidential purposes and any residainti
street. Safeguards shall be imposed by the Planning Board to prohibit or minimize
commercial traffic access across residential areas. Dwellings built pursuant toR& PUD
Special Permit and which are located within 300 feet of a Town Boundary shatidssed
through the abutting municipality to the extent lawful and feasible as determined by the
Planning Board.

c. Significant Traffic Impact
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The Planning Board may not approve a proposed PUD which in its opinion has significant
adverse trafficimpacg s det er mined foll owing examination
traffic analysis and any other traffic analysis of the affected area available to the Board which
is germane to the proposed PUD. In making its determination, the Board shall consider the
feasibility of any capacity improvements and mitigating measures proposed to be provided by
the Developer at no cost to the Town. In making such determinations, the full traffic impact of
all other previously approved and valid permits shall be considergaldless of project

phasing. Without limitation, the determination of significant adverse impact shall consider
traffic volumes, speeds, and resulting levels of service on residential streets, approaches to the
site of the proposed PUD, and other kegalions, all of which may be identified in a Pre
Application Conference.

Circulation

Site circulation shall meet accepted design standards for private automobiles, service vehicles,
and emergency vehicles.

It is highly desirable to consolidatec cess t o PUD’s in a smal/l numb
principal access points, which may be driveways or Taecepted side streets lying entirely

within the PUD Overlay District. Principal access should be consolidated in as few locations

as possible and, féasible, it is desirable for adjacent developments to share principal access.
Principal access points generally should be spaced and aligned or alternated according to good
traffic engineering practice, and should be signalized if necessary.

Parking

Parking should be provided in at least the following ratios through each phase of
development, unless the Planning Board determines that a larger number of spaces are
dictated by special circumstances:

(2) For office and research and development uses, seslancillary
to them, three parking spaces per 1000 gross square feet of floor
area

(2) For hotels and customary uses within them, one parking space per
rentable room or suite

3) For residential uses, a minimum of 1.25 parking spaces per unit,
which parking spags may be stacked (one space being located
directly behind the other) to a depth of two spaces if serving the
same residential unit. The Planning Board may allow shared
parking on adjacent premises to count towards the residential
parking requirement

4) For daces of assembly, one parking space per four seats

(5) For restaurants, one parking space for every four persons of the
rated seating capacity of the facility, plus one parking space for
every employee on the largest shift

(6) For retail uses, one parking spaee fhree hundred square feet of
gross sales floor area

(7) For financial institutions, one parking space for each one hundred
square feet of floor area devoted to general banking services for
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public uses, including area for automatic teller machines, plus one
parking space for each two hundred and fifty square feet devoted
to office use, plus stacking lanes for six cars at each-thive

plus one bypass lane for the driveu area

Ancillary uses should not normally require additional parking spaces.

Loading requirements shall be determined based on activity analysis provided by the
Developer.

Parking stall size shall be at least 8.5 by 18 feet, with provision for larger spaces as
required by the Planning Board to accommodate short term parking, handiesygped
large vehicles. Parking lots shall be landscaped in conformance with this Section.

f. Shared Parking

Shared parking may be approved by the Planning Board as part of the PUD decision subject
to the following criteria:

(1) Shared parking areas must bewh on a plan, be definable, be
separated by topography from other shared parking areas, and be in
close proximity to the uses they serve

(2) Parking needs between the uses sharing parking areas shall be
shown by the applicant to be different in terms of ime$ of the
peak needs with little overlap of such peak needs

(3) The number of parking spaces for a shared parking area shall be at
least the required number for the larger of the needs

(4)  An executed lease or other form of agreement between or
referencing the arties sharing parking must be filed with the
Planning Board and the Town Clerk prior to issuance of a building
permit for the uses sharing the parking, such agreement shall be
approved as to form, only, by Town Counsel

(5) If uses, or parties in interest ndtm subsection d. above, change
for the areas delineated on the PUD plan, then a modification

g. Roadways

Roadways within a PUD shall be constructed in conformance with standards established by
the Billerica Department of Public Works. The design of the overall circulation pattern shall

Practices for Subdivision Streets” prepared

h. Public Works Standards
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All on-site and offsite improvements, which include the installation of utilities, public
lighting, sewersand other public improvements, shall be constructed according to the
standards of the Billerica Public Works Department and other appropriate departments.

Design Quality

Project design shall be reviewed by the Planning Board with input from Toigratsff the

review consultant(s) employed by the Board, and other property owners in the PUD Overlay
District. The following are to be interpreted as guidelines to be applied flexibly by the Board
and as appropriate to the situation under review, inclu@dicigrs such as foundation

conditions and other extraordinary constraints. These guidelines apply to all site
improvements, buildings and structures, including structured parking facilities.

Building Placement

Q) Provide and preserve attractive viefitom major vantage points, especially
from major thoroughfares and residential neighborhoods
(2) Avoid regular spacing and building placements that will be viewed as

continuous walls from important vantage point, which may be identified in a
PUD PreApplication Conference.

(2) Provide human scale features, especially at street level.

(1) Provide a variety of building heights and varied roofline articulation.
(2) Provide step backs above the fourth level on buildings within 100 feet of major
streets.

. Building Materials

() Use materials anduilding treatments that reduce the visibility of buildings from
distant vantage points and are compatible with backgrounds and surroundings.

(2 Use materials and colors compatible with other quality buildings of similar scale
in the area.

Landscape Treatment

() All open areas within a PUD should be landscaped in an appropriate manner
utilizing both natural and manmade materials such as grass, trees, shrubs,
attractive paving materials and outdoor furniture.

(2) Deciduous trees should be planted gloew and existing streets.

3) Plazas, arcades, malls, and similar amenities are encouraged.

4) Outdoor lighting should be considered in the landscaping plan and should be
designed to complement both manmade and natural elements of the PUD and
adjacent eeas.

g. Utilities

Emphasize pedestrian amenities such as covered walkways, landscaped open
space, dropff areas, and recreation facilities such as pedestrian and/or jogging
paths along oite watercourses or which follow a PUD pelrboundary.

Tree lined or otherwise appropriately landscaped pedestrian walkways should
link together areas designated as open space within the boundaries of a site and
wherever possible with designated open space throughout a PUD Overlay
District.

To the extent feasible, all utilities should be located underground.

Additional Use and Dimensional Requirements as to PUR

The following paragraphs shall serve as the basic Use and Dimension Requirements to which all
PUD-R projects shhadhere within each PUR overlay district and shall be used by the Planning
Board to evaluate any proposed project.

a. Parcel Size and Eligibility

The minimum size of a PUHR development parcel shall be 10 acres. A development parcel
may consist of lanth more than one ownership, provided that all land comprising the parcel
lies entirely within the PUER overlay district and is contiguous. Lots separated by a minor
street or rightof-way or private way may be considered contiguous for this purpose.gdecbpo
developments may include peisting buildings provided that all PUD requirements are
satisfied by each new or existing building and for the PUD as a whole. More than one
principal building may be located on a lot.

b. Permitted Uses in PUBR

A PUD-R may contain two or more of the following uses subject to the findings of the
Planning Board as to net benefit and adverse impacts of the proposed PUD:
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(1)  Any or all of the uses allowed in a PUD, housing for the elderly,
day care facility, elder care fadii

(2) l ndependent/ Congregate Living Com

3) Retail, consumer service, restaurant (with no dtive service),
and place of assembly and recreational use, but only if such use is
located within 300 feet of a Town boundary and is specifically
found by the Planning Board to be ancillary to or supportive of a
permitted use proposed in the PABDdevelopment.

4) Open space: Areas used for open space, yards, buffer areas, private
ways, walkways, driveways, parking, recreation areas and areas
classified asesource areas in Massachusetts General Law, Chapter
131, Section 40, as amended, and in the Billerica Wetlands Bylaw;
such open spaces as may be included in determining open space
requirements.

5) Recreational Uses

(6) Public and QuasPublic Uses

(7)  All other use are excluded from a Planned Unit Development in a
PUD-R. Adult Uses are expressly prohibited in a PRIDistrict.

To encourage and promote the establishment of those uses permitted within portions of a
PUD-R district that are within 300 feet of a Towaundary, no twefamily dwellings, or
multifamily dwellings shall be built pursuant to a PRDSpecial Permit on land that is within
300 feet of a Town boundary for a period of seven years after the adoption of the Zoning
Bylaw placing such land within tHfRUD-R overlay district.

In recognition of increased density and economic benefits to the applicant pursuant te a PUD
R Plan, the Planning Board may consider and condition the number and interior layout of
bedrooms in each residential unit that are bemugposed by the developer in evaluating the
criteria pursuant to this Section.

Intensity of Use in PUDR

The basic permitted intensity of the residential use in a{RU2velopment shall not average
more than twelve (12) units to the acre for thetipos of a PUBR development that are
more than 300 feet from a municipal boundary.

If developed residentially the basic permitted intensity of residential use in aRPUD
development shall not average more than fifteen (15) units to the acre for tbagpofta
PUD-R development that lies within 300 feet of a Town boundary.

The basic permitted intensity of commercial use in a FRJ@evelopment, expressed as the
Floor Area Ratio, is 0.55. In order to assist in making this calculation, plans submitéed for
PUD-R Special Permit that contain a such use shall show what portion and area of the
development parcel will be put to such use. Land under dwellings, residential court yards,
residential driveways, nestructured parking areas that serve only residensies and
roadways that serve only residential uses shall not be counted as part of the development
parcel in calculating the FAR.

Areas which have been counted to satisfy the intensity limit for residential use may not be
counted also to satisfy thetémsity limit for commercial use and areas which have been

Dimensional Requirements

Each PUDBR development shall bgoverned by the dimensional requirements of this Section.
These requirements apply only to the subject parcel as a whole, not to individual lots created
within the PUDR.

Nonresidential buildings (except structured parking) shall not
be located less than 150 feet from dwellings outside of a PUD and in
existence at the time of Preliminary PUD Plan submission without the
written consent of the ownef such dwellings and shall not be less than
50 feet from dwellings in the PUD parcel.

Shadow Impact

Residential Setbacks

All dwellings within a PUDR shall be at least 20 feet from the PBD

vegetation shall be preserved in the minimum setback area along the PUD

each other. The Planning Board may allow the required 20 foot residential

A PUD-R shall setiside at least 25% of its total parcel area as required

open space. Required Open Space may include wetlands and water bodies;

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5.G Wireless Communication Facilities

I. PURPOSE:

The purpose of this blaw is to provide for a special permitting process for the siting of Wireless Communication
Facilities while minimizing adverse impacts from the provision of wireless communication services, especially to all
properties that are irr @but residential zoned neighborhoods. These regulations seek to minimize the number and
height of associated facilities, provide standards and criteria regulating siting, promote the sharing of facilities, and
help to promote, preserve and protect thality of life for the residents of Billerica while seeking to remain in
compliance with the Federal Telecommunications Act of 1996.

II. DEFINITIONS:

1. ABOVE GROUND LEVEL (AGL). A measurement of height from the natural grade of a site to the highest
point of a structure.

2. ACOUSTICAL ENGINEER An engineer or company registered with an accredited noise standard
organization.

3. ADEQUATE COVERAGE The geographic area in which the carrier provides a level of service defined as a
range of 76100% coverage over 7000% of the Town.

4. ANTENNA: The surface from which wireless signals, at varying frequencies, are sent and received by a
wireless service facility. Whether a dish, rod, mast, pole, set of wires, plate, omnidirectional, pan@gwhip
cable, or other arrangement serving such purpose.

5. CAMOUFLAGED: Disguising, incorporating, or concealing any or all components of a WCF as part of or
within an existing or proposed structure or natural surrounding or making it to resemhtbitectural feature of
the building or structure on which it is placed.

6. CARRIER A Company, authorized by the FCC that provides WCS.

7. CO-LOCATION: The use of a single mount by more than one carrier and/or several mounts on a tower,
monopole puilding, or structure by multiple carriers for the purpose of providing WCS. Each service on co
locations is a separate wireless communication facility.

8. EMISSIONS The frequencies emitted in conjunction with the operation of WCS.
9. ENVIRONMENTAL ASSESSMENT- EA: Document required by the Federal =~ Communications

Commission (FCC) and the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) when a WCF is placed in certain designated
areas.

10. EQUIPMENT SHELTER / BASE FACILITY / BASE AREA TRANSCEIVERTATION: A building,
structure, cabinet, or shed used to house mechanical and electrical equipment accessory to a wireless
communications facility used by a commercial telecommunications carrier to provide wireless communication
services or data services.

11.FALL ZONE: The ground area within a prescribed radius from the base of a WCF.

12.FUNCTIONALLY EQUIVALENT SERVICES Cellular, Personal Communication Services (PCS), Enhanced
Specialized Mobile Radio, Specialized Mobile Radio and Paging. Thieesare equal under this bylaw.

13.GUYED TOWER A monopole or lattice tower that is tied to the ground or other surface by diagonal cables.
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14.LATTICE TOWER: A structure that is seBupporting with multiple legs and cross bracing usually of
structured steel.

15.MONOPOLE TOWER A single, self supporting vertical shaft of wood, steel, or concrete with a platform for
panel antennas at the top and a below grade foundation.

16.MOUNT: Structure or surface upon which antennas are mounteddingl!

-- ROOFMOUNTED: Mounted on the roof of a building.

-- SIDE/SURFACE MOUNTED Mounted on the side of building.
-- GROUND MOUNTED Mounted on the ground.

-- STRUCTUREMOUNTED: Mounted on a structure.

17.PANEL ANTENNA: A flat surfag antenna usually developed in multiples.

18.RADIOFREQUENCY RADIATION (RFR) The emissions from Wireless Communications Facilities.

19.SECURITY BARRIER A locked area completely sealed from unauthorized entry or trespass.

20.SITE: The location o& Wireless Communications Facility.

21.VENDOR/CARRIER A company that provides wireless services.

22.WIRELESS COMMUNICATION FACILITIES - * WC F A facility for the provision of wireless
communication service, including, but not limited to, towersnopmles, antennas, antennas attached to existing
structures and associated accessory structures, if any, which facilitate the provision of wireless communication
service.

23.WIRELESS COMMUNICATION SERVICES-“ WC S 'The provision of the following typex services:
Cellular Telephone, Personal Communications and Enhanced Specialized Mobile Radio Service as described in the
Telecommunication Act of 1996.

lll. SITING CRITERIA
1. The Special Permit Granting Authority (SPGA) for this section 5.C.1.fc)Z&hall be the Planning Board.
Every application submitted under this section of the Bylaw shall meet the criteria set forth herein and under Section
13 of the Billerica Zoning Bylaw.
2. WCFs shall be allowed in all zoning districts by Special Pemhjt dVhenever possible, WCFs shall be located
in nonresidential zoned districts. A WCF that must exceed any height restrictions within its zoning district may still
seek a special permit provided the proposed facility complies with the remaining deggiuéations within the
applicable zoning district.
3. Preferred siting of WCFs is provided in the following order: Existing WCF sites; town property, exclusive of
school locations; Industrial Districts; Commercial Business Districts; General BuBiisétssts; Neighborhood
Business Districts; and Village, Neighborhood, and Rural Resid@®isiicts. WCFs shall not be placed within
250 feet of all municipal buildings which house employees for their scheduled working hours.

4. Any new freestanding tower shall be of monopole construction. Lattice style towers and similar facilities
requiring three or more legs and/or guy wires for support are prohibited.
5. Wireless Communication Facilities and Services are dependent ujtgriensitings to complete a network.
Therefore the application process requires the identification of all projected network sites, so the Town can evaluate
the application within the contents of the entire network. Each carrier shall provide a gengoaphage mapnd
narrativeshowing existing WCFs in the town and those outside the town within one mile of its corporate limits
whether or not it has a legal or equitable interest, whether by ownership, leasehold or othgrevisep shall
contain thefollowing: a legend and scale; exact addresses of existing antenna locations and any identification
numbers; labeled town borders; street names; and landmarks, both natural and man made. The map shall show by
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color-coded overlay both current and proposederage, differentiating by both-building and invehicle

coverage.Said documentation shall demonstrate that these facility sites do not already provide, nor have the

potential to provide by site adjustment, adequate coverage. The carrier slealhresa descr i pti on of t
capacity, the number and type of panels, antenna, and/or transmitter, receivers it can accommodate and estimates of

the cumulative emissions that will be generated on the site including but not limited to RFR.

6. Theapplicant shall provide written documentation that the proposed facility uses the least disruptive technology
available, at the time of application, by which it can provide adequate coverage in conjunction with all facility sites
proposed and existing.

7. No WCF shall be considered exempt from this section by sharing a tower or other structure.

8. Antennas and directly related facilities used exclusively for communication for the purpose of federally licensed
amateur radio operators shall be exempt froim $ection 5.C.1.j.(2) (c).

9. Equi pment shelters/ Base Facilities (“shelter”) shal
shall be compatible with the surrounding area, or constructed underground where possible, or camouflaged by th

planting of an evergreen hedge not less than 75% of the height of the structure at the time of planting and shall be

used only for the housing of equipment related to the particular site but may be used by more than one carrier. Only

one such shelter ah be allowed per WCF.

10. Clustering of several wireless communications facilities on an individual lot may be allowed if the Planning

Board finds that the visual and aesthetic impact on surrounding residential neighborhoods or dwellings would not be
significantly more detrimental than having only a single wireless communications facility.

IV. SETBACKS
1. For new construction regardless of the yard setbacks required under this Bylaw, in the applicable zoning district,
monopoles and accessory structigleall be set back from all property lines at least the vertical height of the
monopole structure, including other antennas and appurtenances, as measured from the base of said structure, plus
10 feet. There shall be no exception to this provision
2. Topreserve the character of residential neighborhoods and to minimize the associated negative visual images and
auditory impacts on adjacent property and its value, and to minimize accessibility of the equipment storage facilities
to children, WCFs regardle®f sited zoning district shall not be placed within 250 feet of adjacent residential
dwellings, and 800 feet of adjacent public schaold 250 feet of all municipal buildings which house employees
for their scheduled working hours. This measuremeratkisrt from the base of the structure and the equipment
storage facility to the nearest point of such residedtiadllings.

V. FALL ZONE
1. All free standing towers shall maintain a fall zone of at least the height of the tos/@0deet from any
adjacent building or structures not associated with the telecommunications facility. Antennas, panels, whip
antennas, satellite dishes, which are attached to existing structures or erected on building tops will comply with a
direct fdl zone area as described in the second and third bullets directly below.
2. All side/surface antenna and satellite dishes which are attached to existing structures/building mount shall have a
fall zone directly below the antenna, as measured fromabe bf the structure/building to which it is attached,
equal to onéhalf (¥2) the height of the antenna above ground level (AGL) in order to protect against falling debris
such as ice.
3. All rooftop antenna mounts and satellite dishes erected on buitgiaghall have a fall zone surrounding the
antenna equal to the height of the antenna as measured from its base to the highest point in a radius. Facilities
mounted on rooftops shall be stepped back the height of the antenna from the facade inioniiéhédrhpact on
the building silhouette.
4. Antenna mounts and satellite dishes attached to structures shall comply with the individual applicable fall zone
requirements for said structure identified within the Zoningd@ys or the height of the struce plus 10 feet
including antenna extensions, whichever is greater.

VI. HEIGHT CRITERIA

1. All freestanding towers shall be designed to be constructed at the minimum height necessary to accommodate the
anticipated and future users. The maximumwvedld height of towers in their respective zoning districts shall be as
follows unless the applicant demonstrates that a greater height is required to allow for provision of the wireless
communications services or unless the Planning Board finds thatatton on said tower is both practical and

2. A Wireless Communication Facility may be attached to an existing structure/building, if such structure/building
meets the height requirements set forth under this Bylaheimpplicable zoning district, or met the height
requirements of the Bylaw when built (nonconforming building/structure), or received a separate special permit
pursuant to Section 10.D of the Zoning Bylaws.

VIl. CAMOUFLAGE

1. All towers, associategljuipment, antennas, buildings, structures and appurtenances shall be painted, treated,
shielded or camouflaged so as to blend in with the landscape and/or made to resemble an architectural feature of the
building or structure on which it is placed.

2. Tothe extent that any WCF extends above the height of the vegetation immediately surrounding it, it shall be
painted light gray or light blue which blends with the sky/ clouds /skyline and horizon.

3. All WCFs shall be sited so as to minimize visibilitgrfr abutting streets and nearby buildings and to limit the

need to remove existing vegetation. If deemed applicable by the SPGA, WCFs shall provide a year round vegetated
buffer of sufficient height and depth to effectively screen the WCF.

VIll. SECURITY

1. Accessory structures and equipment required for the operation of WCFs, including but not limited to, batteries,
generators, electric, and electronic equipment shall be secured from unauthorized entry or trespass by means of a
locked enclosure. Saidhelosure shall be consistent and compatible with the provisions of the zoning district in
which the facility is located.

IX. LIGHTING

1. WCFs shall be lighted only if required by the Federal Aviation Administration. No exterior night lighting of

WCFs B permitted except for manually operated emergency lights for use when operating personnel are on site and
shall be shielded from abutting properties. There shall be total cutoff of all light at the lot lines of the site of the
WCF.

X. SIGNAGE
1. Signsshall be limited to those needed to identify property owner/operator, a 24 hour emergency number, and to
warn of any danger. Al l signs shall be consistent wit

9 of the Zoning Bylaws). Advetisement on any antenna, tower, fencing, accessory building or equipment is
prohibited.

Xl. PARKING

1. The SPGA shall determine the maximum and minimum parking space ratio and access
road requirements based on the character of the proposed use.

devices, electronic or electrical equipment or radio signals, including police, fire, public safety and ambulance

systems shalbe permitted from the tower or related components.

- Existing plus proposed WCF: maximum estimate of emissions from the proposed personal WCF plus the
existing emissions environment.

4. Within 90 days upon the WCF becoming operational, and annually from the date of issuaecpetitdl

permits thereafter, the applicant shall submit, measurements of emissions from the wireless facility. Such
measurements shall be signed by a RF engineer, stating the RFR measurements are accurate and meet FCC
Guidelines as specified in the Raflemuency Standards section of the Guideline.

XIV. NOISE

2. The Noise Standards apply at the nearest property line for both graunded and roof and side/surface
mounted WCFs.
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3. Sound shall be measured while the source under investigation is operating at normal, routine conditions and, as
necessaryat other conditions, including but not limited to, design, maximum, and fluctuating rates.

4. Measurements shall be collected with a Sound Level Meter, integrating sound level meter or dosimeter used to
measure sound pressure levels conforming to TymeType 2 standards as specified in the latest version of ANSI
Standard S1-4983.

5. The measuring instrument must be calibrated using a calibrator recommended by the measuring instrument
manufacturer before and after each series of readings. Tlsaiimgainstrument must be-pertified and the

calibrator must be realibrated at least once each year by the manufacturer or by a person that has been approved by
the manufacturer. A copy of written documentation of sueteréfication and recalibraton shall be kept with the
equipment to which it refers.

12. For the Construction periodethpplicant shall describe, as part of the Special Permit application, how
noise will be controlled during construction. Noise limits at any residential boundary shall not exceed 65 dB
(A) during the construction period, which will be limited to 8:081 £0 6:00 PM Monday through Friday.

XV. ENVIRONMENTAL

1. The National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) applies to all applications for wireless services facilities. The
FCC via procedures adopted as Subpart I, Section 1.1301 et seq, administers IEEBRF(Ch. 1). The FCC
requires that an environmental assessment (EA) be filed with the FCC prior to beginning operations for any WCF
proposed in or involving any of the following: Wilderness areas, wildlife preserves, endangered species habitat,
histoiical site, Indian religious site, flood plain, wetlands, high intensity white lights in residential neighborhoods
and excessive Radiofrequency radiation exposure.

2. At the time of application filing, an EA that meets FCC requirements shall be submithedTiown for each

WCF site that requires such an EA to be submitted to the FCC.

3. The applicant shall list the location, type, and amount (including trace elements) of any materials proposed for
use with the wireless service facility that are considi¢r@zardous by the federal, state and local governments.

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SECTION 5.H- SPECIAL REGULATIONS FOR SOLAR ENERGY CONVERSION SYSTEMS
(SECS)

A. Purpose
The purpose of these regulations is to provide standards for the placement, design, installation,

monitoring, maintenance and operation of solar energy conversion systems that address public safety,
minimize impacts on scenic, natural and historic ressland allow individual homeowners and/or
businesses to reduce energy costs and increase the availability of clean, renewable energy.

B. General Provisions
1. Where allowed, all freestanding SECS shall require special permit approval from thegPlanni
Board prior to installation. Nefreestanding SECS, allowed by right, shall require a building
permit from the Inspector of Buildings

2. Nothing in this section is intended to supersede amgzoimg requirement in any other
local, state or federaégulation. If not specifically exempted, all zoning regulations of the
zoning district in which the SECS are proposed are applicable.

3. Maintenance: SECS shall be operated and maintained in good condition. Should any part of
the system suffer damage deterioration so as to become a threat to public health or safety
as determined by the Inspector of Buildings, the system shall be immediately removed or
repaired by the property owner. Operation of the SECS shall not be allowed to resume until
such tine as the Inspector of Buildings has determined that the SECS has been repaired and
is in compliance with all applicable regulations.

4. Setbacks: Unless otherwise indicated, freestanding SECS shall conform to the current setback
and height requirementsr the zoning district in which it is to be located.

5. On public property, no new plantings shall be allowed, and existing plantings shall be
trimmed, so as to allow continuous solar access to SECS.

6. Connections to the power grid:
a. For freesinding SECS, all utility connections, except transformers, shall be placed
underground.
b. All applicants for SECS must notify the local electrical utility provider of said permit
and submit documentation to that effect to the permitting authority,tiseolin
Section B10 below, as part of the application.
c. A SECS shall be designed to prevent unauthorized access to the power grid.

7. SECS are not allowed in Historic Districts without written approval from the appropriate
Historic DistrictsCommission.

8. No advertising unrelated to the production of electrical energy, of any type shall be allowed
on any SECS except for the following:
a. Educational signs providing information about the facility and the benefits of
renewable energy;
b. Reasonable identification of the manufacturer or operator of the SECS, not to include
advertising displays;
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c. There shall be a sign placed on all freestanding SECS that identify the
owner/operator, provide a 2¥ur emergency contact number and warargf
danger.

9. No additional off street parking shall be required for any freestanding SECS, unless deemed
necessary in the opinion of the Planning Board.

10. Height:

a. A nonfreestanding SECS shall not exceed 15 feet in height as measuratddrom
base of the energy conversion system(s), at the point of attachment(s) to the highest
possible point of the SECS.

b. The total height of the ndreestanding SECS, and the structure to which it is
attached, shall not exceed the building height altbimehe zoning district in which
the structure is located.

c. The total height of a freestanding SECS shall not exceed that which is permitted in
the subject zoning district.

11. The Special Permit Granting Authority (SPGA) for freestanding SECShehidie Planning
Board. The Planning Board may impose reasonable stipulations, conditions, safeguards and
limitations, and may require the applicant to implement reasonable measures to mitigate
unforeseen adverse impacts of the SECS. In addition to othainkpermit criteria, in order
to grant a special permit under this section, the Planning Board must find that:

a. The specific site is an appropriate location for the use;

b. The use is not expected to adversely affect the neighborhood and sugoundin
properties;

c. The use is not expected to create a nuisance; and

d. Adequate and appropriate facilities will be provided for the proper operation of the
SECS.

C. Definitions

As used in this Byaw, the following definitions shall apply. All wds not defined in this section shall
fall under the definitions in Section 2 of the ZoninglBw. Should there be any conflict between this
section and the definitions found in Section 2 of the regulations, the more restrictive definition, as
determined ¥ the Inspector of Buildings, shall apply.

Freestanding SECS shall be considere@ssary uses to the primary use of the
property.

d. A permit application for freestanding SECS shall be submitted to the Planning Board
for special permit approval. Unless specifically exempted by this section of the By
law, Section 13 of the Zoning Hsw, and the following requirements of Section 6 of
the Zoning Bylaw, shall apply to an application for freestanding SECS:

SECTION 5.1- TEMPORARY MORATORIUM ON MEDICAL MARIJUANA TREATMENT
CENTERS

Whereas, by vote at the State Election on November 6, 2012, the voters of the Commonwealth
approved Ballot Question 3 authorizing legislation regulating the cultivation, distribution,
possession and use of marijuana for medical purposes; and

Whereas, currently under the Town of Billerica Zoning Bylaw (and other local bylaws and regulations), a
medical marij@na treatment facility is not a permitted use in the Town; and,

Whereas any regulations promulgated by the State Department of Public Health are expected to provide
guidance to the Town in regulating medical marijuana, including medical marijuana treatmiens;
and,

Whereas, the regulation of medical marijuana raises novel and complex legal and land use planning
issues; and,

Whereas the Town needs time to study and consider the regulation of medical marijuana treatment centers
and address such noweid complex issues; and,

Whereas the Town needs time to address the potential impact of the state regulations on local zoning; and,
Whereas the Town needs time to undertake a planning process to consider substantive amendments to the

Zoning Bylaw regarithg regulation of medical marijuana treatment centers and other uses related to
medical marijuana; and,
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Whereas the Town deems it to be in the public interest and consistent with the underlying goals and
objectives of the Zoning Bylaw to adopt a tempomagratorium on the use of land and structures located

in the Town for medical marijuana treatment centers and related purposes so as to allow the Town
sufficient time to engage in a planning process to address the effects of such structures and uses in the
Town and to enact bylaws and regulations in a manner consistent with sound land use planning goals and
objectives;

Wherefore, the Town of Billerica hereby adopts the following temporary moratorium on the use of land
and structures for medical marijuameatment centers in the Town:

During the moraieniiogh) the
Town will undertake a planning process to address the potential impacts of the medical marijuana
legislation in Billerica, consider the Department of Public Health regulations regarding medical marijuana
treatment facilities and related useasd adopt appropriate zoning regulations to address the impact and
operation of medical marijuana treatment centers and related uses in Billerica.

5.J. TEMPORARY MORATORIUM ON RECREATIONAL MARIJUANA ESTABLISHEMENTS

A. Purpose

On November 8, 2016, the voters of the Commonwealth approved a law regulating the
cultivation, processing, distribution, possession and use of marijuana for recreational
purposes (new G.L. c. 94G, Regulation of the Use and Distribution of MariN@na

Medically Prescribed). The law, which allows certain personal use and possession of
marijuana, took effect on December 15, 2016 and (as amended on December 30, 2016 by
Chapter 351 of the Acts of 2016 and thereafter, on July 28, 2017 by Chapteh&3\ofd

of 2017) requires a Cannabis Control Commission to issue regulations regarding the
licensing of commercial activities by March 15, 2018 and to begin accepting applications
for licenses no later than April 1, 2018. Currently under the Zoning Bglaneprmedical
Marijuana Establishment (hereinafter, a “Re
defined in G.L. c. 94G, 81, is not specifically addressed in the Zoning Bylaw. Regulations
to be promulgated by the Cannabis Control Commission may provigenge on certain
aspects of local regulation of Recreational Marijuana Establishments. The regulation of
recreational marijuana raises novel legal, planning, and public safety issues, and the Town
needs time to study and consider the regulation of R@mmabiMarijuana Establishments

and address such issues, as well as to address the potential impact of the State regulations
on local zoning and to undertake a planning process to consider amending the Zoning
Bylaw regarding regulation of Recreational Maaipa Establishments. The Town intends

to adopt a temporary moratorium on the use of land and structures in the Town for
Recreational Marijuana Establishments so as to allow sufficient time to address the effects
of such structures and uses in the Towntareghact bylaws in a consistent manner.

C. Temporary Moratorium

For the reasons set forth above and notwithstanding any other provision of the Zoning
Bylaw to the contrary, the Town hereby adopts a temporary moratorium on the use of
land or structures for a Recreat#d Marijuana Establishment and other uses related to
recreational marijuana. The moratorium shall be in effect through December 31, 2018.
During the moratorium period, the Town shall undertake a planning process to address
the potential impacts of recréatal marijuana in the Town, and to consider the Cannabis
Control Commission regulations regarding Recreational Marijuana Establishments, and
shall consider adopting new Zoning Bylaws in response to these new issues.

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SECTION 6 _SITE PLAN APPROVAL

A. PURPOSE

This section of the Zoning Baw encourages well planned site developments which are harmonious with
established land uses, circulation systems, and the natural environment in the Town, in addition to being efficient in
function and maintaining or imprawj public health and safety.

B. OBJECTIVES

Objectives of site plan approval include:

1. Protection of adjoining premises against detrimental or offensive uses on the site;

2. Convenience and safety of vehicular and pedestrian movement withirethadin relation to adjacent streets,
property, or improvements;

3. Adequacy of the methods for disposal of sewage, refuse, and other waste resulting from the uses permitted or
permissible on the site;

4. Adequacy of surface water drainage includindgqation of groundwater;

5. Adequacy of ingress and egress;

6. Adequacy of offtreet loading and unloading of vehicles, goods, products, and materials incidental to the uses
permitted or permissible on the site;

7. Adequacy of lighting such that all iing and other sources of illumination, whether interior or exterior, and all
intense light emanating from operations or equipment shall be shielded from direct view at normal eye level
from adjacent properties;

8. Adequacy of landscaping and open sgacereen, buffer, and separate adjoining uses;

9. Compatibility with the surrounding neighborhood including size and character of the proposed buildings and site
improvementswell-designed site planning which acts to enhance and highlight site feamatr#se
surrounding neighborhood; and buildings which not only relate functionally and aesthetically to each other but
also which are sensitive to the context of the surrounding éfeaended: 05/06/2008)

10. Preservation of historical buildings and sitecluding their renovation, conversion and alteration.

C. SPECIAL PERMIT GRANTING AUTHORITY
The Special Permit Granting Authority (SPGA) for Section 6 shall be the Board designated in the Table of Use
Regulationsat the end oSection 5of this ZoningBy-law.

D. APPLICABILITY
Site plan approval is required for all uses listed as subject to site plan approval as set forth in the Table of Use

1. Buildings, Structures, and Site Charactait buildings, structures, and uses of the property shall comply
with the use and special permit requirements and dimensional, parking and loading, siatdilghting
regulations of this Zoning Blaw. Any property subject to a variance shall comply with the provisions of
the variance and need not comply with the section of the Zonidgwyhat was varied. Unless otherwise
provided by this Zoning BYaw, any change, substantial extension of a use, reconstruction, extension, or
alteration of a prexisting nonconforming building, structure, or use that requires site plan approval shall
comply with this section.

2. Traffic: Adequate access shall bepided to serve the proposed use, building, or structure. Adequate
access shall include provision for emergency and fire access and convenient and safe vehicular and
pedestrian movements within the site and in relationship to adjoining streets anddingquaoperties. If
access is not adequate, the applicant shall apply for approval of a definitive subdivision plan from the
Planning Board in accordance with M.G.L., Ch. 41, §§ 884 GG.

bond or a deposit of money or negotiable security sufficient in the opinion of the SPGA to secure performance of the
condtions and observance of the safeguards and limitations of such special permit.

J. TIME LIMITATION AND REQUIRED REPORT ON SITE PLAN APPROVAL

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SECTION 7 _DIMENSIONAL REGULATIONS

A. PURPOSE OF DIMENSIONAL REGULATIONS

These dimensional regulations control the density of developmém Town in order to carry out the overall
purposes of this Zoning Byaw. Unless otherwise provided in this Zoning-Byv, all uses, buildings, and
structures shall comply with these dimensional regulations.

In all nonresidential zoning districts, screening shall be provided, erectedaamdined to shield business
and industrial uses of buildings, structures, and land from adjoining residential and municipal lots and shall
consist of a solid fence, wall, landscaped earthen barrier, evergreen planting or combination of these
elements not less than 6 feet in height along the property line. Screening may be reduced to 3 ¥z feet where
it acts to shield an adjacent public way. Where planting is used, the minimum height, distance from the lot
line, and type of materials used shaibvide an effective barrier in the opinion of the Inspector of
Buildings.
Green Strips shall consist of planted or natural vegetation, including trees, shrubs,
grasses, ground cover, and flowers.

H. GREEN SPACE

In all districts, except residential districts, each lot, or that portion of the lot within the district, shall set asiofe 25%

SLOPES

The creation or construction of slopes or a series of slopes in excess of one foot rise per three feet of run,
otherwise known as a 3:1 slope, and over five feet in height is prohibited. The Planning Board may grant a
specialpermit for exceptions to this provision if they find that the change is safe and is not detrimental to
the surrounding area.

Parking and loading requirements shall be considered dimensional requirements, except that parking or
loading to serve a use that is not permitted in a zoning district shall also not be permitted in that district.

Not less than the required parking and loading space requirements set forth in this section of the Zoning
By-law shall be provided to service all new buildings and structures, additions to old buildings and
structures, or new uses of existing binfgs, structures, or lots.

Loading areas shall not be considered part of parking areas.

Required parking and loading shall be located on the same lot as the activity they serve and shall have free
and unimpeded access to a street ov@bstructeghassageways or driveways.

Driveway openings may be located every 50 feet along a street. A driveway opening shall be a
minimum width of 24 feet measured at the throat of the opening, not at the radius.

Required parking and loagd areas shall have adequate provisions for access, turning, and exiting
without endangering or inconveniencing the users of such areas or the traffic in the streets adjacent
thereto.

All parking and loading areas shall be suitably landscaped. Such landscaping shall be designed to
minimize the impact of the parking area upon adjacent property and within the lot by the use of
existing vegetation to thexgent practicable and new trees, shrubs, walls, fences, or other landscaping
elements. In the case of parking areas for more than 40 spaces, at least five percent of the area
within the limits of the parking area shall be set aside for landscapasl, @nd such areas shall be
provided with a minimum width of ten feet, through use of curbing and shade trees or other types of
landscaping.

In the absence of information as to what portion of a building will be
used for storage and services, 80%hefaggregate floor area shall be deemed to be the floor area for
the purposes of computing the requiredsifeet parking.

b. Fractional parking spaces shall be rounded to the next higher whole space.

c. Buildings or structures containing mixed uskall provide offstreet parking spaces equal to the sum of
the various uses computed separately.

D. SPECIAL PERMIT

If a use is permitted by right, the Board of Appeals may grant a special permit for an exception to not less than one
half the parkingequirements set forth in this section. If a use is permitted by special permit or by site plan approval
special permit, the special permit granting authority responsible for permitting the use may also grant a special
permit for an exception to not lesgh onehalf the parking requirements set forth in this section. In granting the
special permit, a finding shall be made that sufficient open space exists for the required parking should it be
necessary to increase parking in the future. In additianda§ shall be made that the complete development of

the required parking area is currently unnecessary before granting the special permit. Should additional parking
become necessary, the special permit may be modified after hearing and notice.

E. LOADING REQUIREMENTS
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All uses that generate truck traffic into or out of a site must provide adequate loading space for any delivery
and collection vehicles.

A loading space shall contain a minimum of 420 square feet and shall be approximately 12 feet in width and
sufficient in depth to accommodate the largest delivery truck expected to serve the use, but no less than 35
feet in depth. A minimum of 14 feet of height shall be available for purposes of clearance.

There shall be no more than one loading space, consisting of one dock and one door, per 10,000 square feet
of floor area.
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SECTION 9 _SIGNS AND LIGHTING
A. PURPOSE OF SIGNS AD LIGHTING REGULATIONS
The purpose of regulating signs and lighting is to:

B. IN GENERAL

1. Definition of a Sign: A sign includes any letter, word, symbol, drawing,
picture, design, device, flag, banner, pennant, article, light, or object that is designed to advertise, inform,
direct, or attract attention to or indicate anyrpiges, person, or activity.

2. Applicability: All signs and lighting are subject to this Zoning-Byv and shall be
considered structures for which a variance may be sought. All signs and lighting shall comply with such
other provisions of this Zoning Byaw, as deemed applicable by the Inspector of Buildings.

3. Application for a Sign Permit
a. All persons desiring to erect, change, or alter a sign shall apply to the Inspector of Buildings for a sign
permit, unless a permit is not required by this Zoningdy.
b. All signs associated with uses permitted by special permit or site plan review
special permits shall be permitted by special permit also.
c. No sign shalbe changed or altered in size, shape, construction, location,
or illumination, except in compliance with this Zoning-Byv.
d. Changing background colors;ledtering and using the same color, or
maintaining a sign shall not be considered a changdteration of a sign.
. All applications for sign permits shall include a drawing to scale showing the following:
1. The proposed sign including the proposed size, shape, location, coloring and lettering;
2. All existing signs maintained on the piises;
3. Aplot plan and a sketch of the building facade indicating the location of the proposed and any
existing signs; and
4. Site distances from adjacent streets to proposed signs.
. If a proposed sign complies with this Zoning-Byv, the Inspetor of Buildings shall assign such sign a
unique serialized sign number, where the first two digits represent the year of issuance of the sign
permit.

4. Signs and Lighting Cannot Interfere with Trafffdo signs or lighting shall by reason of their locat
shape, size or color interfere with traffic or be confused with or obstruct the site distance or the
effectiveness of any official traffic sign, traffic signal, or traffic marking. Red, green, and yellow signs that
interfere with or cause confusiavith respect to any official traffic sign, signal, or marking are prohibited.
All signs and lighting shall have a minimum setback of 10 feet from all property lines. The Inspector of
Buildings may require a greater setback from a street based msapgcsite distance for the class of a
street and speed on such street as set forth in the current edition of the Massachusetts Highway Department
Manual.

5. Maintenance Every sign shall be maintained in good condition. If a sign shows corrosion or deteriorated
paint over 25% of the area of one side; or if damage to the sign causes a loss of 10% of its substance; or if
the sign suffers damage or deterioration whiclatere a risk of harm to the person or property of another;
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or if the establishment is no longer in business, such sign shall be repaired or removed by the property
owner.

6. Area of a SignSign area shall be the smallest, regulastiaped ellipse or reangle that will encompass the
extreme limits of the writing, representation, emblem, or other display together with any material or color
forming an integral part of the background of the display or used to differentiate the sign
from the bacHrop, building, or structure against which it is placed. Sign supports shall be excluded in
determining the area of a sign. A doufdeed sign having the identical message on both sides shall be
considered to have the area of a single face.

C. DEFINITIONS
As used in this Zoning Biaw, sign types shall be defined as follows:

1. Architectural A sign that is an integral, decorative or architectural feature of a building, which may include
letters or numbers relating to the building.

2. Ar t i .sAdempaosary sign of a mechanic, painter, or other artisan performing work to the premises on
which the sign is located.

3. Awning. A temporary or permanent covering or shelter which is supported entirely from the exterior wall of
a building.

4. Banne. A temporary sign made of a piece or strip of cloth, paper, canvas, plastic or similar material, on
which a message, slogan or emblem is painted, drawn or otherwise projected, colored, or shaped with no
enclosing framework.

5. Billboard. Any sign or otler advertising device subject to licensing by the State Outdoor Advertising Board,
or signs subject to the provisions of M.G.L., ch. 93, §82%r ch. 93D.

6. Construction A temporary sign located on the premises where construction or developnakimigsptiace
and which identifies the contractors, engineers, architects, and financial institutions that are involved in
projects

7. Directoly. A sign listing the occupants of a building and the street address or room number of the occupants.

8. Filling station A combination of signs permitted in the Business District only, including movable letter
motor vehicle fuel price signs; signs indicating separate operations or departments on the premises, such as
a mini market; and brand or name of motor viehfael being sold

9. Freestandig. A sign directly or indirectly connected to the ground and not attached to any buildings or
other structures. If a sign support holds more than one sign, each sign is considered a separate freestanding
sign.

10. Govanmentd A sign erected by or on behalf of or pursuant to the authorization of a
governmental body, or required by any law, governmental order or regulation, including legal notices;
identification and informational signs; and traffic, diienal, or regulatory signs.

11.Home occupationA sign that identifies a home occupation in any residential district.

12. Identification. A sign that indicates the place name and address of a use, building or structure in a Multi
family District.

13.Industrial directory A sign that identifies the occupants in an industrial development.

14.Institutiond. A type of freestanding sign for a religious or educational
institution.

15.Monument A low-profile freestanding sign erected with a wizkse on the
ground.

16.Moveable letter or message boakltemporary or permanent sign on which
the letters are temporary and interchangeable, but not including changeable letters in a filling station sign,
governmental sign, or institutional sign
16.1.0ff-PremiseA sign which is located on a parcel other than the parcel on which the business to which

the sign refers is located.

17.Portable A sign that is constructeaf any material and is designed to be easily relocated from one location
to another, whether or not it is fastened to any object, vehicle, trailer, building or staked to the ground in
any manner at any given time.

18.Projectirg. A sign that is attachikto a building and is not parallel to any
wall to which it is attached.

22.Traffic flow. A sign that directs and guides traffic and parking on private
property, which bears no advertising matter, symbols, or other characteristics of a sign.

23.Wall A sign fastened, placed or painted upon or pelrtd the exterior wall of the building or structure
itself, whether front, rear, or side of the building or
structure.

24.Window. A sign placed on or within 2 feet of any glass or transparent area of a window or door.

E. PROHIBITED SIGNS

4. String lights used in conjunction with commercial sign.
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5. Signs erected so as to obstruct any demglow that opens, or fire escape.

6. A billboard or offpremise sign

7. Banners, unless declared by the Board of Selectmen to provide a public
service, in which case the sign shall be permitted without a permit.

8. Portable signs.

9. Moveabk letteror message board signs.

1. No property shall have more than two signs unless a special permit is granted by the Board of Appeals if it
finds that such additional sign will not be detrimental to the neighborhood and that such sign is necessary to
properly advetise or identify the use or uses proposed on the property.

2. A multipletenant establishment may have one sign on the site for the mtdtiaat establishment
identifying the place name, if applicable, and street address; and each tenant withitiiphe-tenant
establishment may have two signs advertising its business or establishment. A directory wall sign for the
multiple-tenant establishment is also permissible if such sign complies with the requirements in this section
for a directory sign foa multipletenant establishment.

3. Only one freestanding or monument sign shall be permitted on a site.
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J. ILLUMINATION AND LIGHTING

Signs may be externally or internally illuminated, unless otherwise provided by the Zottavg by

The lightfrom any sign shall be so shaded, shielded, or directed or shall be maintained at a sufficiently

low level of intensity and brightness that it shall not adversely affect neighboring premises, reflect

or shine on or into residential lots, or iaipthe safe vision of operators of vehicles moving on public

roads and highways.

3. No illumination shall be permitted which casts glare beyond the perimeter of the property on which
the sign is located.

4. Light bulbs shall be enclosedarhousing, can, sleeve, or other container.

5. The illumination of any sign shall not exceed sewint/(75) foot lamberts. A written certification of the
foot lamberts of each illuminated sign shall be obtained from a licensed electriei@igrihmanufacturer or
a qualified consultant, which certification shall accompany the sign permit application and
the sign shall be maintained in conformance to this certification.

6. No internal or external sign illumination is permitted between the hours of 12:00 midnight and 6:00 A.M.,
except for signs on premises open for business.

7. Internal or external sign illumination shall be steady and stationary.

8. Exteriorsign illumination shall be shielded and directed solely at the sign.

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SECTION 10 _NON-CONFORMING USES, BUILDING, AND STRUCTURES

A. PURPOSE OF NONCONFORMITY REGULATIONS

Preexisting, nonconforming buildings, structures, or uses of tartzlildings may be continued and are not subject
to this Zoning Bylaw or any amendments thereto, unless there is a proposed change, extension, alteration, or
reconstruction of such building, structure, or use, in which case the provisions of this Bg#aw shall apply.

B. IN GENERAL

1.

Preexisting, nonconforming buildings, structures, and uses of land or buildings are defined as ones
that existed before the Town adopted zoning or ones where the building or structure was constructed
or the use commenced in accordance with a legally issued permit, including those buildings and
structures lawfully begun and uses lawfully commenced before the first notice of a public hearing to
change this Zoning Blaw, and which were constructed asmimmenced in accordance with the

issued permits and the ZoningBaw in effect at the time of constructing the structure or building

or commencing the use.

Any structure or building constructed or use commenced withougppepmits, without complying

with all issued permits and the provisions of the Zoning@®y in effect at the time of permit

issuance, or both, shall be illegal and shall not be consideredexiptiag, nonconforming

building, structure, or use.

Any structure, building, or use that is permitted by issuance of a variance shall not

be considered a p®xisting, nonconforming building, structure, or use, and shall require another
variance if any proposed change, extension, alteratioeconstruction of such building, structure,

or use, does not comply with the provisions of this ZoningaBy at the time of permit application.

C. ALTERATION, RECONSTRUCTION, EXTENSION, OR STRUCTURAL
CHANGE TO A SINGLE OR TWO FAMILY DWELLING

Any alteration, reconstruction, extension, or structural change toexjsting, nonconforming single or
two family dwellingshall be permitted by right without increasing the nonconforming nature of such
dwelling, so long as:
a. The dwelling is located on a lot of 5,000 square feet or greater;
b. Inthe case of a proposed alteration, extension, or structural change, the proposal complies with the yard
requirements in effect at the time the dwelling was constructedy Imat ¢ase shall the width of a side
or rear yard be less than 7 ¥z feet and in no case shall the width of a front yard be less than 20 feet,
notwithstanding the neoompliance of the lot with area and frontage requirements;
In the case of reconsttion, such reconstruction complies with the requirements of a. and b. above;
. In the case of reconstruction that does not meet the requirements of a. and b. above, such
reconstruction may take place if it is within the same faotgrs the preexisting, nonconforming
dwelling and does not increase the height and bulk of thexpséing, nonconforming dwelling.

Any alteration, reconstruction, extension, or structural change ofexjstng,

nonconforming singleratwo family dwelling that does not satisfy conditions 1.a., 1.b., 1.c., and 1.d. shall
not be permitted by right, unless there is a determination by the Permit Granting Authority that such
extension, alteration, or reconstruction does not increase tlsemfonming nature of the dwelling.

Any alteration, reconstruction, extension, or structural change ofexjstng,

nonconforming single or two family dwelling that increases the nonconforming nature of the dwelling shall
not be permitted, unlessete is a finding by the Permit Granting Authority that such alteration,
reconstruction, extension, or structural change is not substantially more detrimental to the neighborhood
than the preexisting, nonconforming dwelling.
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D. OTHER CHANGE, SUBSTANTIALEXTENSION OF A USE,
RECONSTRUCTION, EXTENSION, OR ALTERATION OF A PREXISTING,
NONCONFORMING BUILDING, STRUCTURE, OR USE THAT IS NOT A
SINGLE OR TWO FAMILY DWELLING

1. No change or substantial extension of agxisting, nonconforming use that is not a single or two family
dwelling is permitted by right. A change or substantial extension of a use shall be a change from a pre
existing, nonconforming use to a use thatas permitted by this Zoning Baw or an extension that
substantially increases the extent and intensity of @xisting, nonconforming use as determined by the
Inspector of Buildings.

2. Any preexisting, norconforming building or structure thatn®t a single or two family dwelling,
destroyed or damaged by fire, flood, lightening, wind, or otherwise, to the extent efigixpercent
(65%) or more of its reproduction cost at the time of such damage, shall not be rebuilt, repaired,
reconstructedyor altered except for a use permitted in the zoning district in which such building or
structure is located, and which is in compliance with all dimensional and other provisions of this Zoning
By-law. Any building or structure so effected to the extdriess than 65% of its reproduction cost can be
reconstructed within two (2) years to its size and use immediately prior to damage or destruction, so long
as such reconstruction is within the same footprint as thexiséng, nonconforming building otraicture
and does not increase the height and bulk of thexigting, nonconforming building or structure.

3. No extension or alteration of a pegisting, nonconforming building or structure that is not a single or two
family dwelling, inordertoprovde f or the buil ding’s or structure’s
by this Zoning Bylaw or for the same purpose, but to a substantially greater extent or in a substantially
different manner, as determined by the Inspector of Buildings, is gednhiy right.

4. Extension or alteration of a pexisting, nonconforming use, building, or structure that is not a single or
two family dwelling shall be permitted only after a public hearing, notice to parties in interest, and a
finding by the Permit Ganting Authority that the extension or alteration is not substantially more
detrimental to the neighborhood than the-pxésting nonconforming building, structure or use.

E. ABANDONMENT, DISCONTINUANCE, AND NONUSE

1. Any preexisting, norconforming building, structure, or use that is abandoned, discontinued, or not used
for a period of two or more years shall comply with all provisions of this Zoninrg®y This provision shall

not apply to single or two family dwellings on lots with areas 606,square feet or greater and having at least
fifty feet of frontage. Any abandoned, discontinued, or not used single or two family dwelling shall comply
with the provisions of section C, as set forth above.

2. Once a preexisting, nonconforming buildg, structure, or use is changed to a conforming building,
structure, or use, it may not be changed back to thexsting, nonconforming building, structure,
or use, as conformance to this ZoningIBw shall be considered abandonmentcaliginuance,
and nonuse of the prexisting, nonconforming building, structure, or use.
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SECTION 11 _ZONING BOARD OF APPEALS

A. PURPOSE OF REGULATIONS

B. APPOINTMENT

40A, § 12.

2. The Zoning Board of Appeals shall consist of five members and two associate members, one or both of
whom may be designated from time to time by the Chairman of the Zoning Board @lg&\ppsit in the place

of any regular member who is absent, unable from any cause temporarily to perform his/her duties, or is unable
to sit because of personal interest in the subject matter involved.

3. All regular and associate members shalmgointed for a term of three years.
C. POWERS AND DUTIES

1. The Board of Appeals shall have and exercise all the powers provided under M.G.L., Ch. 40A, § 14,
including the following powers:

a. To hear and decide appeals in accordance with M.G.L., Ch. 40A, § §;

b. To hear and decide applications for special permits upon which the Zoning Board of Appeals is
empowered to act under this Zoning-Byv; and

c. To hear and decide petitions forieaces as set forth in M.G.L., Ch. 40A, § 10.

2. Each Special Permit Granting Authority shall adopt rulesingonsistent with this Zoning Blaw
for the conduct of its business, including procedures for filing applications and petitions; holding
public hearings; obtaining review by other Town boards, agencies, and outside consultants, before and
after construction of a use, and including the design specifications for such use; and making decisions
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SECTION 13 _SPECIAL PERMITS

A. PURPOSE OF SPECIAL PERMIT REGULATIONS
The purpose of these regulations islescribe the requirements for issuance of a special permit.

B. FILING AN APPLICATION FOR A SPECIAL PERMIT

All applications for a special permit to the Special Permit Gramtmtpority (SPGA)shall be in writing on required
forms; shall contain the regad information; and shall be reviewed by such other boards, agencies, and agents as
prescribed by the Special Permit Granting Authority in its rules for the conducbokitsess unless otherwise

noted herein..

C. REQUIREMENTS FOR ISSUANCE OF BPECIAL PERMIT

1. The Special Permit Granting Authority may issue a special permit for all uses
permitted by special permit under this ZoningBw, if it finds that the use is:
a. Inharmony with the general purpose and intent of this Zoninta®; and
b. In compliance with all other requirements set forth in this ZonindaByfor issuance of a special
permit for such use.

2. To carry out the purposes and objectives of this ZonindggBythe Special Permit Granting Authority may:
a. subjet special permit applications to review by other boards, agencies,
officers, and outside consultants as set forth in its rules on file with the Town Clerk;
b. grant special permits subject to appropriate conditions, safeguards and
limitations on time or use; and
C. require security to ensure compliance with all conditions, safeguards, and limitations.

3. All notices of public hearings by the Special Permit Granting Authority shall be in
accordance with he Board’'s rules and M. G. L., ch. 40A, 8

D. CONFORMANCE TO SUBSEQUENT AMENDMENTS

1. Construction on or use of property under a special permit shall conform to any subsequent amendment of
this Zoning Bylaw unless the use gpnstruction is commenced within six months after the issuance of a
building permit, or where a building permit is not required, after the issuance of a use and occupancy
permit, and in cases involving construction, unless such construction is contirmugghth
to completion as continuously and expeditiously as is reasonable.

2. Ause is commenced on land or within a building once activity has begun under a use or occupancy permit.
Construction is commenced upon completion of any foundation and cdid@mo&construction thereafter
in accordance with an issued building permit, or in the case of a structure, upon beginning construction of a
structure in accordance with an issued building permit.

3. A special permit shall lapse within two years fritvea granting thereof or such shorter time as specified in
said special permit, if a substantial use thereof has not sooner commenced except for good cause or, in the
case of a permit for construction, if construction has not begun by such date exceptfoagse. Such
period shall be extended by the time required to pursue or await determination of a court appeal.

E. EFFECTIVE DATE

Any special permit issued by the Special Permit Granting Authority shall not be in effect until recorded at the
MiddlesexNorth Registry of Deeds at the expense of the applicant.

The Inspector of Buildings shall issue neither a use or occupancy permit nor a building permit until the applicant
provides the Inspector of Buildings with a copy of the first page of the recdrgrthees the special permit was
recorded at the Middlesex North Registry of Deeds.
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SECTION 14 VARIANCES

A. PURPOSE OF VARIANCE REGULATIONS
The purpose of these regulations is to describe the requirements for issuance of a variance.

B. FILING A VARIANCE PETITION

All petitions for a variance to the Permit Granting Authority shall be in writing on required forms; shall contain the
required information; and shall be reviewed by such other boards, agencies, and agents as prescribed by the Permit
Granting Autlority in its rules for the conduct of its business.

C. USE VARIANCE
Use variances are expressly prohibited under this ZonirlgBy If a use is not permitted by right or by special
permit, a petitioner may not seek a variance for such.

D. REQUIREMENTS FOR ISSUANCE OF A NONSE VARIANCE

1. The Permit Granting Authority may issue a variance, if the petitioner proves and

the Permit Granting Authority finds that:

a. Owing to circumstances relating to the soil conditiorepeshor topography of such land or structures
and especially affecting such land or structures but not affecting generally the zoning district in which
it is located; a literal enforcement of the provisions of this ZonindgaBywould involve substargi
hardship, financial or otherwise, to the petitioner;

b. Desirable relief may be granted without substantial detriment to the public good; and

c. Desirable relief may be granted without nullifying or substantially derogating fromttre or
purpose of this Zoning Blaw.

2. To carry out the purposes of this ZoninglBy, the Permit Granting Authority may:

a. subject variance petitions to review by other boards, agencies, officers, and outside consséaints as
forth in its rules on file with the Town Clerk;

b. grant variances subject to conditions, safeguards, and limitations both of time and of use, including the
continued existence of any particular buildings or structures, but excludirgpaditions, safeguards,
or limitations based upon the continued ownership of the land , buildings, or structures to which the
variance pertains by the petitioner or any owner;

C. require security to ensure compliance with all conditeafgguards, and limitations.

3. The Permit Granting Authority shall hear and decide any variance as prescribed
by M.G.L., Ch. 40A, as amended.

E. TIMELY EXERCISE AND EXTENSION

If the rights authorized by a variance are not exercised by obtaitinigdang permit, or if no building permit is

required, by obtaining a use or occupancy permit, within one year of the date of grant of such variance, such
variance rights shall lapse and may be reestablished only after notice and a new hearing. TlGrd&renng

Authority may grant a six month extension of the variance rights, if the petitioner applies for such extension before
the expiration of the one year time period.

F. EFFECTIVE DATE

Any variance granted by the Permit Granting Authority shallbaoin effect until recorded at the Middlesex North
Registry of Deeds at the expense of the petitioner. The Inspector of Buildings shall issue neither a use or occupancy
permit nor a building permit until the petitioner provides the Inspector of Buildiithsa copy of the first page of

the record that proves the variance was recorded at the Middlesex North Registry of Deeds.
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SECTION 15_ADMINISTRATIVE APPEALS

A. PURPOSE OF REGULATIONS
The purpose of these regulations is to describesttpgirements for an administrative appeal.

B. FILING AN APPEAL

All appeals to the Zoning Board of Appeals shall be in writing on required forms; shall contain the required
information; and shall be reviewed by such other boards, agencies, and ageassrisaa by the Zoning Board
of Appeals in its rules for the conduct of its business.

C. REQUIREMENTS FOR DETERMINING AN ADMINISTRATIVE APPEAL

1. An appeal to the Zoning Board of Appeals may be made by any person aggrieved
by reason of his or h@énability to obtain a permit or enforcement action from the
Inspector of Buildings or other administrative officer under the provisions of
this Zoning Bylaw. An appeal may also be filed by the Regional Planning
Agency, an officer or board of the Towar, an officer or Board of every abutting city or town.

2. Any appeal of an order or decision shall be taken within 30 days after the date of
the order or decision which is being appealed.

3. The Zoning Board of Appeals shall obtain all docot®@nd papers constituting
the record of the case in which the appeal is taken from the officer or
administrative official whose decision is being appealed.

4. The Zoning Board of Appeals shall hear and decide any appeal as prescribed by M.G.L., Ch. 40A, as
amended.

5. In exercising its powers, the Zoning Board of Appeals may issue or direct the
issuance of a permit, make orders or decisions, reves#iron in whole or in
part, or modify any order or decision of the officer or administrative official
whose decision is being appealed, and to that end shall have all the powers of the
officer or administrative official from whom the appeal is taken.

D. EFFECTIVE DATE
The decision of the Zoning Board of Appeals shall not be in effect until recorded at the Middlesex North Registry of

Deeds at the expense of the appellant. The Inspector of Buildings shall issue neither a use or occupancy permit nor
abuilding permit until the appellant provides the Inspector of Buildings with a copy of the first page of the record
that proves the special permit was recorded at the Middlesex North Registry of Deeds.
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SECTION 16 _ADMINISTRATION AND ENFORCEMENT

A. INSPECTOR OF BUILDINGS
This Zoning Bylaw shall be administered and enforced by the Inspector of Buildings, as provided in M.G.L., Ch.
40A, § 7, as amended.

B. ISSUANCE OF BUILDING AND USE AND OCCUPANCY PERMITS

1. No building permit or use and occupancy permit shall be issued until the buildings, structures, their uses,
primary and accessory, and uses of land comply in all respects with this Zoriagy.Bll buildings,
structures, or uses subject tanddions, safeguards, or limitations of a special permit, variance, or
administrative appeal must comply with such conditions, safeguards, or limitations before the Inspector of
Buildings can issue a building or use and occupancy permit. If securéguired by any Town board to
ensure compliance with any condition, safeguard, or limitation, the Inspector of Buildings can issue a
building permit or use and occupancy permit when, in the opinion of the Inspector of Buildings, the
security is sufcient to ensure full compliance with such conditions, safeguards, or limitations.

2. Notwithstanding any language or conditions in this ZonindgaBy the use of materials or
methods of construction of buildings or structureegulated by the State Building Code, 780 CMR.

3. As a prerequisite to the issuance of a building or use and occupancy permit, an applicant shall provide the
following to the Inspector of Buildings:
a. a properly completed papplication with all equired approvals;
b. an approved permit for vehicle access curb and sidewalk openings from the appropriate Town
authority;
c. avalid sewage disposal permit issued by the Board of Health for all new
buildings, structures, or uses, or additions tteerénat will not be serviced by
Town sewer or in the case of connection to the Town sewer, a valid Town Sewer Connection Permit;
d. the book and page of the recorded deed for the owner of record;
e. a copy of the first page of any special permaitiance, or administrative appeal decision recorded at
the Middlesex North Registry of Deeds; and
such filing fee as is set by the Town for filing a building or use and occupancy permit application.

4. Applications for building and use and occopg permits shall be filed with the Inspector of Buildings on

forms furnished by him or her and shall be signed b
represented by an agent shall provide a written statement that the agent is authoejzexsémt such
owner’'s interests. Every such application shall b e

stamped by a land surveyor or civil engineer registered by the Commonwealth of Massachusetts of the lot
upon which said building(s)rstructure(s) is to be erected or use commenced, drawn to scale and showing
thedimensions of the lot and yards; easements of record; water and sewer lines; streets upon which said lot
abuts; and the location and size of the building(s) or structurkgsly,i existing and to be constructed upon

said lot. A notation shall be made on the plan of the intended use of the land, building(s), or structures(s) or
additions thereto. The plan shall contain a certification that all buildings, structures, apdopssed

comply with this Zoning Bylaw. Any building used for agricultural purposes that does not have a

foundation shall be exempt from this provision.

5. Once a foundation is constructed, a certified plot plan shall be submitted to the InspBatlolings
showing all building(s), structure(s), and uses, and such other information and specifications as is necessary
to prove that the building(s), structure(s), or uses of the land comply with this ZonilagvBy he
Inspector of Buildings shatletermine compliance with the provisions of this Zoningl®y based on the
certified plat plan, and may request such additional information as he or she deems necessary to make such
determination of compliance with this Zoningaw. This provision shhhot preclude the Inspector of
Buildings from requiring such other information and specifications required on plans submitted under the
State Building Code, 780 CMR.
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6. No applicant for a use and occupancy permit for any building or strbergmafter erected, altered, or
changed as to construction or use, for which said building permit has been issued, shall allow such building
or structure to be occupied or used without a use and occupancy permit issued by the Inspector of
Buildings.

7. Whenever any building or use or occupancy permit application is denied by the Inspector of Buildings
based on nogompliance with this Zoning Biaw, the Inspector of Buildings shall clearly state his/her
reasons thereferin writing to the applicant.

8. Construction on or use of property under a building permit shall conform to any subsequent amendment of
this Zoning Bylaw unless the use or construction is commenced within a period of six months after the
issuance of the building permit and in case®lving construction, unless such construction is continued
through to completion as continuously and expeditiously as is reasonable.

C. ENFORCEMENT

1. If the Inspector of Buildings is informed or has reason to believe that any
provision of this Dning By-law is being violated, he shall make or cause to
be made an investigation of the facts and inspect the property where such violation may exist.
2. If upon such investigation and inspection the Inspector of Buildings finds evidence of daitbrvibe/she
shall give notice thereof in writing to the owner and occupant of said premises and demand that such
violation be abated within such time as the Inspector of Buildings deems reasonable. Such notices and
demand may be given by certified imé& , addressed to the owner at the ov
the records of the Board of Assessors of the Town, to the occupant at the address of the premises, and to the
complainant(s), if any, of record.

3. If after such notice and denthiine violation has not been abated within the time specified therein, the
Inspector of Buildings shall institute appropriate action or proceedings in the name of the Town to prevent,
correct, restrain or abate such violation of this Zoningdy.

4. Any person who abates a violation, but subsequentiystates such violation shall be deemed to have
never abated such violation; and any proceedings previously commenced by the Inspector of Buildings to
prevent, correct, restrain, or abate such viotgtincluding any request for fines or penalties, shall continue
from the date on which the Inspector of Buildings first provided notice of the violation by certified mail.

D. PENALTY FOR VIOLATIONS
Anyone who violates a provision of this Zoning-Baw, any of the conditions under which a permit is issued, or
any conditions of a variance or special permit issued under this ZonieyBghall be subject to a fine of not
more than three hundred dollars ($300.00) for each offense. Each day during which any portion of a violation
continues shall constitute a separate offense.

E. NONCRIMINAL DISPOSITION

In addition to the penalties described above angtbeisions for enforcement as set forth under M.G.L., Ch.
40A, § 7, as amended, the provisions of this ZoningaBymay also be enforced by noriminal disposition,
as provided in M.G.L., Ch. 40, § 21D, as amended. The penalty fovglation shall be a warning or $100.00
fine for the first offense, $200.00 fine for the second offense, $300.00 fine for the third offense, and $300.00 fine
for the fourth and each subsequent offense.

(1) Failure to pay fines and penalties $lealuse a lien to be placed on the real property located in the

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SECTION 17 _ZONING AMENDMENTS

A. PURPOSE OF REGULATIONS
The purpose of these regulations is to describe the procedumakarg zoning amendments.

B. PROPOSALS

1. Achange in this Zoning Baw through amendment, addition, or repeal may be initiated by the
Board of Selectmen, Board of Appeals, Planning Board, Regional Planning Agency, individual to
be affected by the
change, 10 registered voters at an annual town meeting, 10 registered voters at a special town
meeting, and
such other methods as provided by the Town Charter.

2. Any such proposal to rezone land shall explicitly state the nature, extent and location of the zone
change proposed, and shall include a perimeter plan on a mylar or cloth stamped by a registered
professional land surveyor in Massachusetts showingetes and bounds and the total area of
the rezoning along with a complete legal description. A sketch showing the general location of
such land in the Town shall also be submitted.

C. PLANNING BOARD PUBLIC HEARING AND REPORT

1. The Planning Boarshall hold a public hearing on any written proposal to change either the
Zoning Bylaw or the Zoning Map, and shall report its recommendations thereon, if any, to the
Town Meeting within 21 days of the close of the hearing, as set forth in M.G.L., Ch§8)As
amended.

2. Notice of the time and place of such public hearing, of the subject matter, sufficient for
identification, and of the place where texts and maps thereof may be inspected shall be published
in a newspaper of general circulatiortlie Town once in each of two successive weeks, the first
publication to be not less than 14 days before the day of the hearing and by posting such notice in
a conspicuous place in the Town Hall for a period of not less than 14 days before the day of said
hearing. Notice of said hearing shall also be sent to the Department of Housing and Community
Development, the regional planning agency, and the planning boards of all abutting cities and
towns.

3. Any applicant shall cover the costs of newspapegréiding, posting, and mailing the public
hearing notice for the applicant’s zoning change

SECTION 18- SEVERABILITY

The invalidity of any section or provision of this Zoning-Byv shall not affect the validity of
any other section grovision thereof.

SECTION 19 EFFECTIVE DATE

This Zoning ByLaw and any amendments thereto as have been approved by the Attorney General shall
take effect upon their approval by the Attorney General and publication.
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
